Floral Company Grows 
Great Field» of Boses

One of the finest rose nurseries 
on the Pacific coast is tha t yf the 
Mountain View F loral company, 
which owns a largo ranch no rth ­
east of G resham , another trac t of 
land near Linnentann and u city 
nursery  with modern equipm ent in 
Portland. Otto Griesel Is the m an­
ager of the rose farm  in the Cellar 
d istric t, und ills partner, Jacob 
Feser, has charge of the P ortland 
end of the enterprise.

Messrs. G riesel and Feser began 
business 21 years ugo In Portland. 
In 1919 they purchased the Conrad 
farm  of nearly  135 acres on the 
Base Line extension and began the 
cultivation of roses on an extensive 
scale. Each year they are Increas­
ing the ir rose acreage and now 
the ir sales und shipm ents reach to 
fur eastern  points.

in  a recent Interview with Mr. 
Griesel he expressed the opinion 
th a t Portland roses are better 
known and appreciated in the east 
than they ure In Portland or vi­
cinity. He th inks th a t Oregonians 
a re  not as fully alive to  the possi­
bilities of rose cultivation ns they 
should be.

Mr. Griesel fu rthe r believes that 
'veste in  (oiks do not tuke tim e to 
beautify their law ns and su rround­
ings as much as they might. He 
considers tha t the best investm ent 
any property owner can possibly 
m ake Is to  set out flowers and 
shrubbery  on the premises. This 
will improv«' their Hppeurance 100 
per cent and th e n  by increase the 
value of tin' property.

The M ountain View F loral com­
pany has erected during the past 
>ear an office building on Its prop­
erty  O V tr lo o k in g  the Sandy river 
which will probably be opeued the 
coming spring. From th is point 
rosebuds can be distributed  to the 
passing tourist and their fume 
sta rted  around the world.

The Oregon grade of rose bush Is 
said to be superior to that of Cali­
fornia, as the roots a re  propaguted 
and developed w ithout Irrigation, 
thereby producing a much hardier 
bush.

TROUTDALE LINE MAY
RE DISCONTINUED

The Portland E lectric Power 
com pany hus died a petition with 
tile pulille service commission a sk ­
ing Hie d iscontinuance of its in ter- 
urban railw ay service between 
M entävillä and T routdale by way 
of Kuby Junction. It is claimed 
that th is division has been a losing 
venture for years, showing a deficit 
of nearly $35,000 for 1925 and p rac­
tically that am ount for the first/10 
months of 1926.

The steady decline in revenue is 
attribu ted  by the com pany to the 
com petition of bus and truck  lines 
covering the Hame te rrito ry . The 
line is paralleled now by the O.-W. 
K. & N. tracks tha t take care  of the 
freight traffic. VV. H. Lines, vice 
president of the P. E. P., said that 
the public service commission 
would probably call public hear­
ings at which the circum stances of 
the operation of the Montavllla- 
T routdale line would be threshed 
out.

R. C. Simpson located a mile west 
of Fairview on the Columbia river 
highway. Mr. Lewis and Mr. Simp 
son are both specialists In their 
line, having made an intensive 
study of th is business. T heir a u ­
thority  in these m atte rs is widely 
accepted.

Lewis & Simpson use the most 
modern and  up-to-date m achinery 
in farm ing. They believe in a l­
ways keeping in advance which, in 
itself to a high degree, shows why 
they are  so successful.

These men moved to  the ir pres 
ent location eight years ago and 
planted about 18 acres of goose 
berries, cu rran ts  and some fru it 
stock. Since th a t tim e the ir busi­
ness lias increased to such an ex 
ten t as to  w arran t the planting  of 
about 75 acres to apple, pear, 
cherry  and m aple seed.

These seeds come from  different 
parts  of the world. Some of the 
apple seed Is from F rance and o th­
er is local production. The pear 
seed consists of four varieties, viz., 
French, Serotina from  Japan , 
U sseriensis and C'aleryana from 
China. The cherry  seed is tw<  ̂
varieties, the Mazzard which comes 
from Salem, Oregon, and the Ma- 
haleb, which is eastern  seed. The 
Myrobolin plum seed comes from 
southern California. The maple 
seed is the Japanese and Norway 

Rose seedlings, to the num ber of 
150,000, mostly M anetta and Jap- 
anica Mnltiflora, are  also grown. 
About tw o tons of seed are  now 
ready for p lanting. This seed 
ranges in price from $1 to $12 a 
pound. Some of it requires fall 
planting while o thers a re  put in 
cold storage and planted in the 
spring.

The stock is all lion-irrigated 
and much care and work are re ­
quired to produce good healthy 
growth. It Is cultivated once each 
week during growing season and 
requires a crew of at least 20 men 
and women to do the weeding. At 
ligging tim e a t r a c to /  and digger 

are used with a crew of from  14 to 
16 men to harvest. The seedlings 
are then taken to the sorting  room 
where a large crew Is used to 
grade und count them. The g rad ­
ing is done in a large electrically- 
heated modern building.

These seedlings a re  then shipped 
to nearly every sta te  in the union. 
The first carload will be shipped 
east ubout December 20 and sh ip­
m ents will continue until about the 
first of March.

Mr. Lewis and Mr. Simpsou are 
members of the Pacific Coast N ur­
serym en association and the P o rt­
land Nursery club, but above all 
they are good boosters for eastern

Large Business
This past year has seen the com ­

pletion of the 50 x 70-foot addition 
to the G resham  city bakery of 
which T. Van Doninck is the pro­
prietor. This fine up to date 
bakery stands for an en terprising  
Gresham industry  and m arks an 
era of progress in the development 
of the town. The new building has 
now been occupied about four 
m onths. Mr. Van Doninck reports 
a steady increase in his line of 
business during the 10 years he 
has been in Gresham. He came 
w est from M innesota in 1915. After 
a year spent In various places on 
the coast he came to Gresham and 
engaged in his p resent business. 
The w holesale trade of the p lant 
exceeds th a t of reta il although 
s tric t attention is paid to both 
Seven persons are employed p er­
m anently at the bakery and on the 
route.
