Christmas Trees Go 
In Carload Shipments

As Oregon lis renowned for her 
roses, her scenery and her fruit, 
so is she likely to achieve d istinc­
tion in another line.—as the land 
of the Christmas» tree. Five ca r­
loads of Oregon fir trees were 
billed out of G resham  yesterday 
over the P ortland E lectric Power 
railw ay lines, two carloads con­
signed to P ittsburg , Pennsylvania. ' 
another to Dayton, Ohio, and the 
other two to California, one to I 
Stockton and one to Oakland.

The trees w ere purchased and 
shipped by a Tacoma firm which I 
had them cut about nine miles eust i 
of G resham  on the Bear Creek log- j 
ging com pany land. a'T'hey were ( 
loaded on the ca rs a t Deep Creek 
on the Estacada line of the P. E. P i 
com pany and routed th rough the j 
Gresham freight office.

About 800 bundles w ere loaded ; 
into each car, the number of trees 
varying in each bundle, anyw here 
from five to ten, depending on the 
size of the tree. This Is the first 
tim e that shipm ent has been made 
of trees out of th is locality in ca r­
load lots. For years many have 
moved out In truck  loads, but so 
far have never been made a com­
m ercial venture to any extent. The 
Tacoma men were much pleased 
with the success and size of the 
shipm ent and are  contem plating a 
sim ilar move next year.
