T he m easu re  g ives d irec to rs  of 
school d is tr ic ts  pow er to levy an 
an n u a l tax  in add ition  to  ull o th e r 
tax es  to  p u rch ase  tex tbooks. I t Is 
know n as th e  "school d is tr ic t te x t­
book ac t."

Im p o rtan c e  of th is  m easu re  lies 
In th e  fac t th a t  it gives pow er to  
each school d is tr ic t th ro u g h  Its d i­
re c to rs  to  levy a tax  and  supp ly  
free  tex tb o o k s re g a rd le ss  of w hat 
m ay be done by an ad jo in ing  d is­
tr ic t. I t  req u ire s  25 per c en t of th e  
vote c a s t fo r d irec to r a t the  p reced ­
ing an n u a l school m eeting  as s ig n ­
e rs  of th e  petition  fo r a legal vote 
on such  tux. T h is  tax  m ay not ex ­
ceed In any one y ear th e  sum  of 
$1.50 per child  of school age. T he 
board  m ay c o n tra c t for six  y ea rs  
w ith p u b lish e rs  o r d ea le rs  for p u r ­
ch ase  of books. It is ca lled  in the  
house " loca l op tion  of school 
books.”
