plants here, (not such as want 
help), but good honest-to-goodness 
men and women who want to sta rt 
and only need a little encourage­
ment from those who know the 
surrounding country from which 
the business conics.

Business men who knock will 
never help the growth of any city 
ami the business man who Is con­
ten t should retire , for when any 
man or woman reaches tha t stage 
of contentm ent in the business 
world, he is ready to give up bus! 
ness. No man or woman ever loses 
hy thinking of the suffering, and 
that Is why the game today was 
planned, in order to relieve at least 
a sm all part of It

It seems to me as a looker on 
that too much time and thought are 
given to iffir county fairs. For one 
rushing week out of 62 the people 
who come all want the business 
man to supply them  everything for 
nothing I have heard many say 
that by tlie tim e extra help had 
been paid and they themselves 
worn to a fraxale. the whole week's 
business has netted but a very few 
dollars. Yet year after year our 
most responsible men are giving 
up months to this, w hereas a good 
go getter could probably land one 
or two Industrial plnnts that would 
fill In wln'ii our cannery and pickle 
factory d o se  and give to Gresham 
all the year around good sound 
business.

People outside Gresham all say 
they can trade  here as cheaply as 
In Portland and yet one also hears 
G resham ltes say It pays them to 
pay carfare  and trade in Portland, 
so you see we are a peculiar people 
afte r all, but let us be true  to our 
home town and to those men and 
women who have helped make 
Gresham what It Is today. We can ­
not all think alike, hut in th is one 
thing we can he loyal, even if It 

osts a few cents more, for re ­
member those few cents will no 
doubt be spent right In your home 
town, w hereas if It goes to  P o rt­
land or back east, G resham  Is not 
benefited In any sense.
