History of Battleship Oregon
The memorable trip  of the battle­

ship Oregon holds a perennial In­
te rest for all Americans who are 
e'd enough to rem em ber the s tir ­
ring  days of 1898, and Oregonians 
especially take pride in the grey 
ghost of its form er glory which lies 
in P ortland harbor, the object of 
in te rest and alm ost reverence, 
which is visited daily by people 
who m arvel a t w hat was accom­
plished by th is battleship, then the 
pride of the American navy.

The Outlook secured the follow­
ing account of the Oregon's trip, 
through the courtesy of Charles W. 
Itoylan, now employed on the ba t­
tleship. A question asked of Col. 
H iram  U. Welch was referred to 
Mr. Boylan and elicited the story.

"We were Just coming out of the 
dry dock at Brem erton, W ashing­
ton, February 16, 1898, when we re ­
ceived the news of the sinking of 
the Maine. W hat a stir it made, for 
we nearly all had friends among 
the crew of tha t ill-fated vessel. 
Repairs were speeded up, supplies 
quickly loaded and very shortly wo 
loft for San Francisco. Here, Cap­
tain Chas. E. Clark joined the ship 
and assum ed command. Working 
night and day we took on 1600 tons 
o f  coal and 500 tons of am munition 
and sailed fom San Francisco on 
March 19th With our coal, am m u­
nition and big guns we had a d is­
placem ent of 12,000 tons which was 
no sm all weight to be driven 
through the ocean under forced 
draft. Our first stop afte r leaving 
San Francisco was Callao, Peru, 
4000 miles, which we made in the 
rem arkable tim e of 16 days. At 
Callao, we took on 1100 tons of 
coal, for It must be remembered 
th a t these were the days before oil 
was used as fuel.

"The Peruvians were very much 
worked up about the prospect of 
our w ar with Spain anil a s tr ic t 
guard was m aintained to avoid a 
repetition of the Maine disaster 
They were very curious as to Just 
w hat time we would depart. For­
tune favored us, for one night 
shortly  after coaling, when a heavy 
fog drifted In a t sundown, wo slip­
ped out Into the night. No doubt 
the Peruvians considered this 
another "Yankee trick" when they 
looked for us In vain the next 
morning. From Callao wo pro­
ceeded south. The terrific heat be­
low decks was alm ost unbearable 
to men raised In northern latitudes 
and nearly everyone lived on deck

“We passed through the S tra its 
of Magellan in 11 hours making 
15% knots per hour in those storm 
tossed w aters which would he con 
siderod a record even In these iluys 
of big ships. Ju st about 4 p. in. and 
almost dark we sighted the little 
town of Punta Arenas, the most 
southerly town In South America 
They believed that w ar had broken 
out between A rgentine and Chile 
and having no cable com munlca 
tton with the outside world were 
very much alarmed. During the 
tim e we were in South American 
w aters we w ere always on guard 
ugaiust a terrib le  battleship owned 
liy Spain hut la ter on it turned out 
to lie a very Inferior cru iser which 
was terrib le  only In name. The 
go<>d people of Punta Arenas were 
very friendly and clearly  showed 
their sympathy for the United 
S tates but we soon left and after a 
quick run up the east coast a r ­
rived at ltlo  on April 30th a t 4 p. m. 
Here we met the cru isers ‘Mari­
e t ta ’ anil 'Nlchtlieroy', afterw ards 
called the 'Buffalo'. Our captain 
received sealed orders telling him 
how to proceed. H ere also was re ­
ceived the news of Dewey’s great 
victory In Manilla ltay. After leav­
ing Rio we had to drop the two 
cru isers ‘Nlchtheroy’ and 'M ari­
e tta ' as they were too slow and 
kept us back

"On May Sth at 8 p. in. we arrived 
at Bahia, Brasil, and here the port 
rap  uin objected very vigorously to 
our entering the harbor, fearing 
rep risa ls from the Spanish fleet 
Hhould It he known that we had 
been there Here Captain Clark 
pulled a real ‘Yankee trick ', for 
pleading for 48 hours to repair his 
engines he quickly changed tin- 
color of the battleship from a b ril­
liant white to the dull grey of war 
service, and the next day sailed for 
the ilarbadoea which we reached on 
May 18th at 4 p. nt. From the Bar- 
badoes we sailed north to Jup iter 
Inlet. Florida, where we coaled and 
our captain wired to the secretary 
of the navy as follows: 'The O re­
gon is here and aw aits orders'. We 
then knew that the run to Jup iter 
In le t was a stragetlc move to give 
the Spanish fleet through their 
spies, the im pression tha t we had 
proceeded north. We were then 
ordered to proceed south to Key 
W est. Florida, which we reached 
on May 26th.

‘"What followed after leaving 
Key West Is a m atter of history.
On June first In the early hours of 
the m orning we shot our first shell 
at Moro Castle, Santiago t i e  C u b a , 
and from that tim e until the mem­
orable day of Jnly 3d. when the 
Spanish (bet was wiped out of ex­
istence, we were constantly  firing 
a t some of the Spanish fortifica­
tions.

“ In m aking th is trip , the battle ­
ship t i . tM li  d l t.non miles Ip 68 
days which even today is consid­
ered a wonderful record. She was 
called a hand-built ship because ev­
ery  rivet In her was driven by 
hand The record of thia ahtp 
taught the akeptlca of Europe th is 
iesson—that a heavy battleship of 
the Oregon class can cruise with 
safety under all conditions."

STRAWBERRY WEEVIL 
BEGINNING TO APPEAR

In checking over the straw berry  
and raspberry  fields in various 
parts  of the county it is found that 
there is a considerable variation in 
the tim e of appearance of the adult 
beetle. On the lighter gravel soils 
w est of G resham  and in the Rock­
wood and R ussellville and Lents 
d istric ts, about one-half of the 
weevils have changed to the adult 
form and are on top of the ground. 
In these cases it is tim e to  apply 
the bait for the first application 
now, says 8. B. Hall, county ag ri­
cu ltu ra l agent.

In the higher elevation and on 
the heavier soils immediately 
around Gresham , and east and 
south of Gresham , and in the Cor­
bett d istric t they are a little  slower 
in emerging.

P reparations should he made to 
apply the weevil bait about the 
middle of next week. On farm s, or 
in areas where the weevils are 
present, it is advisable to  bait all 
of the straw berry , raspberry  and 
loganberry plantings. A great deal 
of the in juries to the raspberries 
and loganberries are traceable to 
the work of the straw berry  root 
weevil.

The use of the weevil bait gun 
greatly  reduces the labor in apply­
ing the bait.
