It Is this great ability to produce, 
with the aid of na tu ra l resources 
and machinery, that has made this 
country the richest In history. The 
national income last year, accord­
ing to government sta tistics, was 
nearly 90 billions of dollars.

Easier to grasp 
are  these facts, produced by the 
governm ent sta tistic ians; The av­
erage income of all persons gain­
fully employed last year was 
$2010; nearly 40 per cent of the 
population of the United States Is 
gainfully employed; the purchas­
ing power of these workers, m eas­
ured in goods not money, averages 
44 per cent greater than it was 20 
years ago. No people In the world 
have ever learned so much wealth.

Dr. W I. King of the National Bu­
reau of Economic Research says: 
“New Inventions and g rea ter skill 
and organization are  still enabling 
the average w orker to progress 
steadily upward in the scale of 
economic welfare.
