Mother and Daughter 
Killed on Base Line

A particu larly  sad tragedy oc­
curred on the Base Line road a 
short distance east o f  t h e  12-mile 
corner on W ednesday m orning 
about 6:45 when Mrs. Wm. Sulisky, 
40, and her daughter Mary, 9, were 
struck by an autom obile while they 
were walking along the road on 
their way to work a t C. Okabe's 
berry farm. The m other was in­
stantly  killed and was carried  for 
75 feet before her body fell to the 
pavement. The little  g irl was 
throw n to one side with such force 
tha t she was rendered unconscious. 
She died about 20 m inutes after b e ­
ing struck.

The bodies were taken in charge I 
by the coroner and were not iden­
tified until evening. It was ap ­
parent to those who gathered after 
the accident tha t the victims were 
berry picker#, and inquiry was 
made at the berry farm s in the 
vicinity hut no out“ could identify 
them. The husband and father and 
two eldest sons w ere w orking near 
Bull Run and the eldest girl. Helen, 
was employed in the kitchen at the 
Ruby Golf club. The g irl went 
home in the evening and her m oth­
er was not there. She was then 
taken to the Okabe place and they 
reported th a t neither Mrs. Sulisky 
nor Mary had been the re  during 
the day. A visit to the m orgue in 
Portland confirmed the fears of the 
g irls th a t the victims w ere her I 
m other and sister.

Mr. and Mrs. Sulisky moved to I 
this vicinity about two years ago ■ 
and were on the I). E. Towle ranch | 
last year. The family Is now on j 
the Bowman farm  on the Fairview 
road north of the Base Line. Sev­
eral of the children, including the 
one who was killed, attended the I 
Gresham grade school. There are ' 
Hpvon children surviving, the 
youngest 15 m onths old. They have 
recently taken a farm near Bull 
Run, where they planned to make 
their home.

The driver of the death car was 
J. W. Smith of Portland, who was 
return ing  from Bonneville, where 
he had gone earlier in the m orning 
with a load of provisions for the 
Knights of Columbus picnic that 
day. Shortly before he struck  the 
two he passed C. H. Hoecker, who 
was driving 30 miles an hour. 
Smith said th a t he was d r iv in g 35.
He had taken his hat off and placed 
it In the seat beside him. It is 
thought that act and the passing of 
the other car w ere the reasons for 
his not seeing the woman and girl 
until he was upon them. They were 
walking on the north side of the 
road and w ere thus facing the ap­
proaching car, which m ust have 
het'ii going at an excessive ra te  of 
speed, as the rad ia to r of tlie car, 
which Is a Chrysler, was pushed 
back five inches into the hood, 
front bum pers were badly bent and 
the headlights dislocated.

The coroner’s Inquest Into the 
accident was held this afternoon in 
Portland. C. IL Hoecker and Mrs.
E. W. Aylsworth w ere called as 
witnesses. Neither of them ac tu a l­
ly saw the accident but were 
among the first on the scene and 
Mrs. Aylsworth assisted In the care 
of the little <lrl until she died.

A m arble portra it, one of the few 
to he made at the university  school 
of fine arts, will soon I completed 
in the scu lp ture studio by Miss 
Eunice Zimmerman of Eugene, a 
g raduate with the class of 1922.
