We have to 
re ite ra te  again and again many 
th ings tha t seem perfectly natural 
to ns in order to keep our visitors 
from other sta tes going bark  home 
with wrong im pressions. T hat is 
particu larly  tru e  of those who 
come up from southern  California.
With them so many fea tu res of the 
scenery are  artificial th a t the v isit­
ors from there th ink  much of what 
they see in Oregon m ust be faked. 
Perhaps the pFevalence of p icture 
studios has encouraged th a t im­
pression.

We should label our attractions 
’■genuine" and offer a rew ard to 
juiy Californian who discovers 
faked scenery in Oregon. W hat 
seem s perfectly  plain and natu ra l 
to us may not so im press the skep­
tical, hence we m ust tell them and 
show them.

The Automobile club of Southern 
California w rites to the Oregon 
S tate Motor association th a t some 
tourists  who had visited Multnomah 
falls were saying th a t in dry 
w eather the w ater passing over the 
falls was supplied by a pipe line 
which conveyed the w ater back to 
the top.

Of course, the Oregon Motor as 
sociation resen ts any such sugges­
tion and asks th a t any such im ­
pression be strongly  counteracted.

BILLIONS ON FAITH.
The w riting of a check Is such 

an every-day occurrence to the av­
erage American th a t we seldom 
stop to consider the to ta l of checks 
that circu late  yearly  and the ir re l­
ative im portance as com pared to 
cash paym ents. A careful estim ate 
of the aggregate value of all checks 
draw n exceeds $700,000,000,000 a 
year. This represen ts 2.000.000,000 
items.

The to tal am ount of money in 
circulation  now hovers around $5,- 
000,000,000. Of th is am ount around 
$1,000,000,000 is kept constantly  In 
the hanks of the country as “cash 
on hand.” That leaves $4,000,000,- 
000 as circu lating  medium. For 
th is $4,000,000,000 to he used as 
effectively in the paym ent of the 
people’s hills as the much g rea ter 
to tal of checks, it would be neces­
sary for the en tire $4,000,000,000 to 
he com pletely "turned  over” every 
two days.

N otw ithstanding the trem endous 
use of checks in this country, the 
loss resu lting  therefrom  is incon 
siderahle. For Instance, the annual 
losses suffered by hanks through 
forged indorsem ents of checks is 
estim ated at less than $50,000 an ­
nually. i t  would seem th a t the en­
couragem ent of the check as a 
com mercial Instrum ent is a wise 
policy.—N ation's Business.

7. M editerranean means “the 
middle of the earth". It was so 
ealled when the peoples living 
about it believed it to be the center 
of the earth .

8. The peoples of C entral A m eri­
ca who disappeared afte r building 
such rem arkable edifices, died of 
yellow fever. They did not then 
know th a t it was a mosquito which 
carried  the disease.
