The 
station at Cedarville, the junction 
of the Troutdale, Mt. Hood and E s­
tacada lines, is called Linnem ann, 
but the settlem ent Is not and never 
has been other than Cedarville, ac­
cording to Miss Giese, and Outlook 
readers may feel them selves in­
debted to this au thority  for a con­
clusive explanation of what has 
been a question in the m inds of 
many of the la te r residents.

12.00 P er Year

Sanitary Ordinance 
Will Be Enforced

There will need to be some ac­
tivity on the p art of 46 residents of 
the city of G resham  to correct un ­
san itary  conditions and comply 
with the requirem ents or else suf­
fer the penalty for neglect.

The city council a t Wednesday 
nigh t’s session received a report 
from Marshal Kelly that 46 resi­
dents are not complying with the 
ordinance. This list has been 
tu rned over to Recorder Schneider 
who is sending out notices to the 
delinquents requiring immediate 
compliance or action will be taken 
by the city.

The com m ittee on health  and 
police reported to the council tha t 
it liad carefully exnmlned the con­
dition of the barn in C lanahan 's 
addition on the Section Line and 
found it in good condition and 
made no recommendation. Coin- 
plaint tiad been mude regarding it 
to the council.

P. E. Cary, who owns about th ree 
acres bordering the Portland Elec­
tric  Power company right of way 
west of South Roberts avenue com­
plained to tho council of a situa­
tion which Is causing him a g reat 
deal of annoyance in getting Into 
aud out of his place. He has to 
cross the P. E. P. track  aud open 
three gates gates in doing so. He 
asks tha t steps be taken to make 
th e  present lane a public way so 
th a t it could be improved and the 
gates removed. This was referred  
to the com m ittee on stree ts  and 
piltille ways. It Is Htated there are 
several property ow ners who would 
be lienefitted by the im provem ent 
UHked for. It will probably menu 
that when the street Is dedicated to 
the city tlie improvement will be 
ordered.

Tiie question of lowering the w a­
te r rates has been under consider­
ation and a com mittee, consisting 
of Mayor Cleveland, Recorder 
Schneider and T reasurer Metzger, 
has made a careful Investigation of 
tlie situation. This com m itteee re ­
ported to tlie council a t the m eet­
ing this week th a t it found th a t the 
income from the w ater ren ta ls  was 
not sufficient at this tim e to meet 
the expenses, overhead and pay­
ments on sinking fund and In terest 
on bonds and hence did not w ar­
ran t a reduction in w ater rates. If 
the city can continue paying off Its 
Indebtedness and avoid fu rthe r 
debts the time will come th a t de­
sired reductions can be made.

There was no opposition to the 
im provem ent of Kenney street. A 
resolution ordering the work has 
heen passed, notices posted and 
Engineer Roberts has been ordered 
to prepare estim ates and specifica­
tions.
