W estern lettuce has w rought a 
change in the eating habits of the 
nation, according to Allan Pollok, 
m anager of Southern Pacifl'c Com­
m issary departm ent, who says 
there has been a trem endous in ­
crease in popularity  of all kinds of 
salads during the last decade.

"Salads, in slight demand ten 
years ago, have become an indis­
pensable item in evening and m id­
day m eals served on dining ca rs ,” 
Pollok said. "W here a dozen heads 
of lettuce was am ple provision for 
the average dining car a  few years 
tgo. more than a hundred heads 
will now be demanded for the 
same num ber of meals.

“This does not mean th a t popu­
larity  of m eats lias declined but 
ra th e r tha t Americans now desire 
a better balanced diet. I t is also 
due to the improved quality  fo le t­
tuce developed and produced by 
Pacific coast growers.

"L ast year we used m ore than  
half a million heads of lettuce, and 
the demand for all sorts of salads, 
most of which have lettuce as a 
foundation, is growing. Let me 
add tha t today most people eat the 
foundation’.’’
