LOCAL MAN QUALIFIES 
AS ISSI RANCE AGENT

Consumers of electricity  In P o rt­
land area will save approxim ately 
11,000 a day if the proposed con­
solidation of the Portland E lectric 
Power com pany and the N orth­
w estern E lectric com pany is ac ­
complished. It has been a n ­
nounced by F ranklin  T. Griffith and ; 
Guy W. Talbot, presidents of the 
two com panies, that if the people 
of P ortland approve the m erger, 
the initial ra te  to domestic users 
will be reduced from seven cents 
a kilow att hour to not m ore than 
five cents per kilow att hour, afte r 
the m onthly minimum.

There is a provision in the f ra n ­
chise obtained by the N orthw esern 
Electric company tha t the co rpora­
tion cannot be sold w ithout the 
consent of the city council, but the 
executives w ant public approval 
hack of any such im portant act of 
the council, and propose a referen­
dum vote on the proposal of the 
purchase of the N orthw estern by 
the Portland E lectric Power com ­
pany.

The scope of the projected uni­
fication of the two com panies is 
far-reaching. The com panies have 
140,000 custom ers In loo com m uni­
ties of the W illam ette valley and in 
southern W ashington. T here are 
fully 12,500 holders of stocks and
