T hese  
lauds have no m in era l w ealth  e x ­
cep t Iron and not nearly  th e  u rea  
of tillab le  land nor w ealth  In fish ­
eries L et us now consider F in land  
alone  w hich Is only one-fou rth  th e  
s i te  of A laska and  had  a  population  
In 1909 of over th ree  m illion

T he to ta l value of her p ro d ­
uc ts In 1920 w as 79 m illion 
and consisted  p rin c ip a lly  of th e  
fo llow ing: 20 m illion  bushels of 
oats, 12 m illion b u sh e ls  of ryb. 
nearly  live m illion bushels of liar 
ley, over 19 m illion bushe ls  of po­
ta toes. 26U m illion pounds of b u t­
te r  and a round  th ree

pounds of flax and hemp. T he num ­
ber of dom estic an im a ls  w as ca ttle , 
1,500,000; sheep, 90,000,000; sw ine, 
222,000; and 328,000 horses. The 
sam e y ear (1920) th e  to ta l va lue  of 
A laska 's  p roduc ts am oun ted  to  
»75.306.986, m ade up p rin c ip a lly  of 
m in era ls , flsh, and  fu rs  and  the 
popu la tion  w as less th a n  55,000.

To recap itu la te , F in land , a  coun ­
try  q u ite  s im ila r to  A laska, had a 
popu la tion  of th ree  m illion  and the 
value of h e r p roduc ts  w as 79 m il­
lion, w hile A laska had a po p u la ­
tion  of on ly  55,000 and  the  value  of 
her p roduc ts  w as n early  as g rea t. 
I t th e re fo re  tak es litt le  figuring  to  
rea lize  th e  possib ilities in A laska 
w hen we consider th a t  her coal, oil 
fields .tim ber lands, and  farm ing  
co un try  have h a rd ly  been scra tched .

Or to s ta te  it In th e  form  of a 
q u estio n ; If little  F in land  can sup ­
port th re e  m illion people largely  
from  her a g ric u ltu ra l p roducts, 
how m any souls can  A laska su p ­
port w itli an equally  good a g ric u l­
tu ra l a rea , w ith 75 m illion  th row n  
in yearly  as a bonus?

T he governm ent m a in ta in s  an 
a g ric u ltu ra l exp e rim en t s ta tio n  a t 
F a irb an k s  and I saw on exhibition 
th e re  g ra in s  and vegetab les th a t 
would be considered  e x tra  fancy in 
a m uch w arm er coun try . Potatoes 
e igh t aixl teu inches long, peas 
w ith pods 4>A Inches long; a cab ­
bage w eighing 31 pounds th a t 
would till a  sm all size w ash tu b ; 
beets, 'c a r ro ts , and tu rn ip s  in p ro ­
po rtio n . At the hotel in Skagw ay 
Hie land lady  b rough t me In a dish 
of ra sp b e rrie s  th a t she  had grow n 
in her back yard  and they  w ere so 
large th a t 1 m istook them  (u n til I 
had ta s ted ) for loganberries . I 
m ight add th a t the flavor of these  
b e rr ie s  and  a lso  the vegetables, 
w as excellen t T he soil around  
Skagw ay is a lm ost b lack  and ap ­
pa ren tly  very  rich . In one flower 
garden  I m easured  sw eet peas 9H 
feet ta l l  and  a d ah lia  11 inches in 
d iam eter.

ileinesteail Privileges.
“ Most of the hom esteads a re  lo­

cated  in th e  M atanuska  and S uslina  
valleys in th e  Cook's In le t region 
or in th e  T an an a  valley n ear F a ir­
banks. T he se ttle r  m ay locate 160 
ac res  and m ust pay the  cost of s u r ­
veying u n less  th e  governm en t has 
p reviously  surveyed th e  land. For 
farm ing  purposes he can n o t e n ­
croach  upon rese rv a tio n s, m ineral 
land, m issions, o r hot sp rings. R es­
idence m ust lie e stab lished  w ithin 
six m ou ths and cu ltiv a tio n  m ust he 

[s ta rted  on a t leas t 10 a c re s  the sec­
ond year and 20 a c re s  the th ird  
year. At th e  end of th e  th ird  year 
proof m ust lie tiled and fee of »25 
or »50 paid accord ing  to  conditions. 
One is no t p rec luded  from  tiling 
even though  he or she lias tak en  up 
a hom estead  in the  sta te s .

T il ls  c lass  spends li tt le  money in 
A laska but b rings it ou t and spends 
It In the  co ast c ities  d u rin g  the 
w in ter.

T hen too we m ust co n sid er th a t 
Hie m ines and fisheries a re  ow ned 
largely  by ou tside  c ap ita l ami Hie 
profits derived th e re fro m  a re  d is ­
tr ib u ted  am ong s to ck h o ld e rs  in the 
s ta te s , consequen tly  little , a t the 
p resen t tim e, re tu rn s  to  build  up 
th is  vast em pire , i t  ap p ea rs  to  me, 
th ere fo re , th a t th e  governm ent 
should encou rage  fa rm ing  and 
d a iry ing  In every way possib le, 
a lso  th e  bu ild ing  of c an n e rie s  to 
p reserve  m ilk , b e rr ie s  and vege­
tab les. T h ere  should  be estab lished  
saw  and pulp  m ills on a m uch la rg ­
e r sca le  th an  ex is ts  today. And 
w henever c a tt le  and sheep  ra ising  
is c a rr ied  on com m ercia lly  woolen 
amt shoe fac to rie s  shou ld  he built.

o r m an u fac tu red  In th e  te r r ito ry  it 
w ould no t only  give em ploym ent to 
a  la rg e  num ber and hold th e  pop­
u la tion  in ta c t the  y ear 'round  but 
a po rtion  of th e  w ealth  gathered  
w ith in  th e  te r r ito ry  w ould be th e re  
sp en t for th e  up-hu ild ing  and  ad ­
vancem ent of A laska itself.
