All th a t the optomet 
ris ts  say about the greatly  Increas­
ed stra in  upon human vision due to 
modern m ethods of living and 
w orking is undoubtedly true. Of 
course, they are  not en tirely  hu 
m anltarlan  In the ir appeal, neither 
Is the grocerym an. One w ants to 
sell food, the other glasses. You 
may need both.
