EOB FAIR BUILDINGS

According to developm ents ta k ­
ing place T hursday evening a t a 
met ting of the executive board of 
the Multnomah county fair asso­
ciation, it is thought that by next 
Monday plans will be ready to sub­
mit to prospective contractors. It

Three new buildings will be 

erected on the county fair grounds 
this sum m er, a m achinery hall 
50 x 172 feet in size, ca ttle  barns 
72 x 140, and horse barns 80x100 
in size. The specifications for 
these buildings will call for the ir 
com pletion w ithin 60 days. An ap­
propriation of approxim ately $18.- 
000 has been made in th is  year's 
fair budget with which to take 
care of the cost of construction.
