WILSON’S VETO EXPLAINED.
The Outlook recently referred to 

the fact th a t Woodrow Wilson, 
while president, vetoed the Vol­
stead act, which action on his part 
has been condemned by dry sym ­
path ise rs as a slap at prohibition, 
and by the wets as a good reason 
for opposing prohibition. "For 
why,” ask the wets, “would P resi­
dent Wilson veto the m easure un­
less he had good reasons?”

The Outlook is glad to give the 
reason* which has recently been 
brought to our attention, which 
shows conclusively th a t the presi­
dent based his opposition to the law 
not on disapproval to  prohibition 
in principle but to the fact th a t it 
provided both for the enforcem ent 
of w artim e prohibition and of the 
constitutional am endm ent. Mr. 
W ilson held tha t since the w ar was 
ended no legislation should be 
passed to enforce the w artim e 
m easure. In connection with his 
veto he said tha t he could not ap ­
prove the act as it stood but th a t It 
would nol be difficult for congress 
to separate  the two questions and 
to effectively legislate regarding 
them, m aking the proper distinc­
tion between wartim e em ergencies 
and the constitutional amendment 
of prohibition.

Many believe tha t Mr. W ilson’s 
failure to align himself with the 
prohibition sentim ent of the coun­
try  was responsible for the w ith­
draw al of support during the la t­
ter p art of his adm inistration, hut 
his friends are correct in calling 
attention  to the fact th a t lie signed 
more prohibition legislation than 
any other president and th a t he 
never opposed any prohibition 
legislation except those sections of 
the Volstead act intended to en ­
force w artim e prohibition after the 
conclusion of the war. Certainly 
those nulliticationists who now ap­
peal to his memory are far from 
Justified, especially in view of the 
fact tha t he was a consistent foe of 
Tam many hall.
