the ocean lanes free. They have 
not hesitated to sacrifice wher­
ever sacrifice was called for to 
accomplish this task. During 
the past year they have been 
ably seconded by our own navy.

WAR FINANCE AND THE FARMER

Let us begin by stating that 
we have every possible regard 
for the interest and well-being 
of the farmer, and are fully 
aware that he is the backbone of 
the nation.

Briefly, let us analyze the pre­
sent prosperity of the farmer. 
American farm products in 1917 
amounted to the stupendous val­
ue of nineteen and one-half bil­
lion dollars, which was an in­
crease of six billion dollars over 
1916, and of almost nine billions 
over 1915.

Does this enormous increase 
in value of the farm products of 
the country represent a large in­
crease in production? Frankly, 
no. The actual output of the 
farms has been increased very 
little. The value of that output 
has practically doubled. So that 
we witness the farmers of this 
country realizing twice as much 
for their product as they realized 
two years ago, and that at only 
a slight increase in the cost of 
production.

Let us suppose that the Ger­
man navy ruled the lanes of the 
ocean. Let us suppose that the 
markets of England, of France, 
of Italy and the neutral coun­
tries of the north were closed to 
our exports, what then? Would 
American wheat sell at $2.00 per 
bushel? Would our cotton bring 
30e per pound? Would all our 
other farm products sell at pro- 
portionately high prices? Ex­
perience of past years, when 
these nations needed not our 
wares, should convince us that 
but for the present Old World 
conditions our products would 
be almost a drug on the market.

What, then, is responsible for 
the unprecedented prosperity of • 
the farmer? The armies and 
navies of the allied powers. 
France. England. Italy have 
thrown the wealth of the entire 
nations into the task of keeping

Great Wheat Stocks 
Isolated.

It's the shortage In ships that
Is putting the Allies and the 
United States on wheat rations.
Great stocks of wheat are Iso­
lated In India, and Australia. At 
great sacrifice In ship space and 
use the Allies are forced to se­
cure some wheat from Argentina.

On January 1, Australia had 
stored 100,000,000 bushels of 
wheat that was ready for ex­
port—but there were no ships. 
Then came the new crop with 
an exportable surplus of 80,000,- 
000 bushels. Now Australia has 
approximately 180.000,000 bush­
els waiting for ships

India, at the same time, had 
70,000,000 buahela of wheat 
stored for export. During April 
50,000,000 bushels more out of 
the new crop will be added to 
the pile.

Argentina closed the laat ship­
ping season with 11,000.000 
bushels of wheat left in the 
stock available for export. The 
new crop will add 135,000,000 to 
the left over.

It is not a problem that the 
wheat does not exist in the 
world—it Is entirely a problem 
of shipping, which has thrown on 
America the obligation of divid­
ing our stock with the Allies.

ALLIED FOOD SHIPMENTS
REACH LARGE TOTAL.

A general Idea of the quantity of 
food sent to European allies by the 
United States from July 1 1914 to 
January 1. 1918. is given by figures 
Just announced by the U. S. Food Ad- 
ministration. In that period the Unit­
ed States has furnished complete year­
ly rations for 57,100,938 people. In 
addition there was enough extra pro 
tein to supply this portion of the diet 
for 22.194,570 additional men.

The total export of wheat and wheat 
flour to the three principal allies is 
equivalent to about 884.000,000 bushels 
Pork exports for the 81 years amount, 
ed to almost 2,000,000,000 pounds. Ex 
ports of fresh beef totaled 443,484 400 
pounds. The amount of food exported 
to Russia is negligible compared with 
that sent to the western allies.
