and thereby put a quietus on an 
annual event that is always her- 
aided with pride and joy by 
ranchers and citizens alike.

Elaborate preparations had 
been made this year by the man­
agement of the fair to make the 
event one that would go down in 
the annals of Hermiston history 
as being far more attractive and 
on a more stupendous scale than 
any of the five preceding annual 
Dairy and Hog shows. But the 
withering hand of a widespread 
infectious disease had to step in 
at an inopportune time and puta 
stop to these well laid plans that 
meant so much to the dairymen, 
hog raisers and agricultural peo­
ple of this community, who have 
yearly taken just pride in ex­
hibiting the products of their 
farms. But with good grace all 
bow to the precautionary meas­
ures enjoined by a rigid quaran- 
tine, and agree that the mayor’s 
proclamation closing the schools, 
the Movie, abandoning church 
tervices and stopping all public 
gatherings is the best method of 
safeguarding the public against 
the spread of influenza in this 
neighborhood.
Pendleton is under strict quar- 

intine, as are many other towns 
nthe county, including Echo, 
Stanfield and Umatilla. These 
Races, like Hermiston, are fol- 
owing a mandatory order from 
he state board of health, which 
las issued an order under in- 
(ructions from the surgeon- 
renerai of the government board 
>f health, to put all towns in the 
tate of Oregon under quarantine 
adulations, with a view to 
tamping out the disease at as 
arly a date as possible.

oned for the time being.

The Newport Construction Co., 
with headquarters in this city, 
has been busy the past week 
shipping in and assembling air 
press drills, steam shovels and 
other machinery in preparation 
of beginning work on a large 
contract it was recently awarded 
to practically rebuild the Furnish 
ditch above Echo.

This same company built the 
ditch in 1904, and since then it 
has carried water for irrigation 
purposes with only the necessary 
repair work to keep it in shape 
from year to year. The inroads 
of time and weather have work­
ed such havoc with it, however, 
that the owners have come to a 
realization that it must be re- 
built in order to carry the maxi­
mum of water to the land it sup­
plies, and while the contract 
price is somewhat large on ac­
count of high cost of material 
and labor, necessity justifies ac­
tion, and the work is being be­
gun now so as to have it in work­
ing order for next season’s irri­
gation. The contract calls for 
considerable rock work, as the 
ditch follows along solid rock in 
the face of the hill for a consider­
able distance.
