CLEAN UP THAT BACK YARD
Matter of Importance That Does Not 

Always Seem to Be Given 
Consideration.

At various seasons we women faith­
fully scour our homes from attic to
cellar, and then stop 
leading to the yard, 
is a kind of outdoor 
fully appreciated.

tolerates a surprising degree of untidi­
ness in the back garden. Accumula­
tions of house and garden trash are 
not only eyesores, but positive men­
aces to health. If you have been lax 
in the past, get busy with broom and 
bucket before the rubbish collectors 
make their next round.

Dig into the corners, particularly the 
dark, damp angles under porch or 
shed. Let in the sunlight! Sunlight 
is the greatest purifier known. Get rid, 
if possible, of the tall wooden fences 
which often surround even tiny yards 
scarcely big enough to stretch a sheet 
across. Gruss and flowers refuse to 
grow In the rank shade, but snails and 
microbes flourish amazingly. Let in 
the health-giving sunshine; keep the 
yard neat and you should worry about 
the public gaze !

Let the children help in the work. 
Bld them round up stray clothespins, 
tin cans, old brooms and milk bottles. 
Don't make a clothes-prop rack of the 
lilac bush, nor a dishcloth drier of your 
shrubs. Dig up plantain and dandelion 
weeds from the grass while digging is 
good. It will be doubly hard later in 
the hot sun when the roots are 
stronger.

Don’t let tradesmen take short cuts 
across your little grass plot, even if 
you have to set up wire guards, which 
are less unsightly than bald patches In 
the grass. Don't let the withered flow­
er stalks of the iris now blooming hang 
around all summer. Keep the borders 
neat by cutting all withered leaves 
and flowers. Set a trash barrel in an 
unobtrusive corner. Teach the chil­
dren to throw into it all refuse not 
suitable for the garbage pail. Tell the 
kiddies you take pride in your tidy, 
pretty garden and they will take pleas- 
ure in helping the good work along.—•, 
Philadelphia Record.

MILK AND CREAM DEFINITION

Standards to Be Used for Enforcement 
of Food and Drugs Act Published 

In Circular.

(Prepared by the United States Depart 
meat of Agriculture.)

Definitions and standards for milk 
and cream adopted by the joint com­
mittee on definitions and standards 
and approved by both the Association 
of American Dairy, Food and Drug 
Officials and the Association of Offi­
cial Agricultural Chemists, to be used 
as a guide for the enforcement of the 
food anti drugs act, have been published 
by the United States department of ag­
riculture in a circular, “Food Inspec-
tion Decision 178.” 

Milk Is defined as the whole, fresh,
clean, lacteal secretion obtained by
the complete milking of one or more
healthy cows, properly fed and kept, 
excluding that obtained within 15 days 
before and five after calving, or such 
longer period as may be necessary to 
render the milk practically colustrum, 
free.

Pasturized milk is milk that has 
been subjected to a temperature not 
lower than 145 degrees Fahrenheit for 
not less than 30 minutes. Unless it 
is bottled hot, It is promptly cooled 
to 50 degrees Fahrenheit or lower.

or cream, sweet or sour, in the proc­
ess of churning.

Cream, sweet cream, is that portion 
of milk, rich In milk fat, which risei 
to the surface of milk on standing, or 
is separated from it by centrifugal 
force. It is fresh and clean It con­
tains not less than 18 per cent of milk 
fat and not more than 2-10 per cent 
of acid-reacting substances calculated 
in terms of lactic acid.

Whipping cream is cream which con­
tains not less than 30 per cent of 
milk fat.

Homogenized milk or homogenized 
cream is milk or cream that has been 
mechanically treated In such a manner 
as to alter Its physical properties with 
particular reference to the condition 
and appearance of the fat globules.

The composition of the milk pro­
duced by different breeds of dairy cows 
varies so greatly, say the food officials, 
that it Is not practicable to fix a stand­
ard which is applicable in all locali­
ties In the United States and ita ter­
ritories. It is therefore, left to the 
state and municipal authorities to 
adopt such standards as their local 
production conditions may warrant.
