Ilerr Talhelmer. editor of the Bote 
Fahne (red flag) the organ of the 
communist*, has been placed under 
arrest.

Every­
thing about the work Is attractive and 
Interesting; the girl loves It. But she 
could not afford to keep the position 
were it not that she has a small pri­
vate Income to help, and no one de­
pendent upon her. She gets only $1,300 
a yenr, with a short vacation.

Libraries and library positions are 
to see a great Increase In the next few 
yenrs. Clever and well-bred women 
will be In demand. But how can such 
women afford, with living expenses 
what they are, to take positions so 
poorly paid?

There must be a change In these 
things. «

The community must recognize thnt 
positions of this kind, which are an as­
set to the whole neighborhood, should 
receive a fair return. A good library 
cannot be good unless the librarians 
who work in It are well trained and 
first-class. Such cannot go on forever 
making sacrifices because they wish 
to serve the community, and love the 
labor they do.

It Is high time to Insist on a proper 
Increase In library salaries.
