RECLAMATION SURVEY SHOWS 
PROJECTS TO BE UNPROFITABLE

Costs Vastly Exceeded Estimates. Ir 
rigable Area Decreased and Ar­

rearages Ron Into Millions

January 22 i8 the date that has 
been set for a general meeting of 
farmers in the west end of the 
county who are interested in grow­
ing special crops which will be In­
troduced this spring on the irrigated 
farms. An organization will be per­
fected at this meeting, contracts will 
be signed and orders for plants will 
be pooled.

Farmers have Already indicated an 
intention of devoting more than 50 

<4 acres to small Individual acreages of 
asparagus, strawberries, early pota­
toes and grapes. It is estimated tht 
100.000 asparagus plants will be 
needed for the spring planting of 
beds, and a large quantity of straw, 
berries will also betransplanted.

Indications point to between 75 
and 100 acres of the crops being 
signed up before the organization 

t date.
The decision to hold the meeting 

January 22 was made Tuesday at a 
meeting of the committee in charge 
of the preliminary work.

FARMERS FACE NEW HEAR
WITH BETTE RPR0SPECTS

(By Henry C. Wallace, Secretary of 
Agriculture)

The industry, courage and faith 
evidenced by the farmers of the nat­
ion i  tng the past three years are 
slowJi Hinging their reward. Im- 
proveiAeiit in agricultural condition 
continues— not as rapidly as desir­
ed or needed, nor as rapidly a<> de. 
served, but nevertheless it continues. 
The promise of the year has been ful­
filled.

So we come to the end of the third 
year of post-war depression with a 
feeling of greater confidence born 
of better times already realized and 
with Justified hope of still further 
improvement in 1924.

v In general the crops of 1923 were 
good. Considering money return we 
find that the values of most crops 
are greater than In 1922. The total 
value of a’l crops Is 12 per cent 
greater.

It is difficult to measure the pro­
ductive vale ouf livestock during the 
year, dependent as it is upon crops 
marketed in that form. In general, 
it has been a prosperous year for 
sheep growers, fairly good for dairy 
men, less satisfactory for producers 
of hogs and discouraging for growers 
of range cattle. Cattle feeders, how­
ever, have done very well on the 
whole.

There are discouraging conditions 
still to be overcome. There Is the 
burden of debt. There are heavy 
taxes to be met. The cost of produc­
tion and of what the farmers buy 
remains high. Farmers in the 
spring wheat territory especially are 
in sore straits from conditions large­
ly beyond their control.

Experience gained during these 
years of depression, however, to- 

-sether with progress already made, 
warrant a hopeful attitude for the 
coming year. Gradually crop acre, 
age iB being better adjusted. The 
domestic market continues strong. 
The children keep coming and that 
means a steadily increasing number 
of mouths to be fed. Those who 

by the farm and do good farm­
ing can look forward to better times 
as a reward for their years of toll 
and hardship. Those whose busi­
nesses depend directly upon farm 
purchases can find decided encour-

Plans for Farm Shop Instruction
One of the largest and most sig­

nificant movements for the develop­
ment of farm shop is now under way 
In connection with the school of voc­
ational education in the Oregon 
Agricultural College, in connection 
with the practice instruction given 
in the department of agriculture of 
the Corvallis high school.

The plans provide for the organ­
ization and equipment of a farm shop 
in connection with the department 
Of. farm mechanics at the college 
which will be used as a practice de­
partment by students studying agri, 
culture in the Corvallis high school. 
The instructions w llltbe immediate­
ly under the direction of H. H. White 
who is in charge of the department 
this year, bat the technical instruc­
tions will be given by Mr. Jensen of 
the college department of farm me­
chanics. The college Is providing 
the equipment but later this may 
be taken over by the Corvallis board 
of education. The Object of the es­
tablishment is clearly to train pro­
spective teachers of agriculture In 
the giving of Instruction along farm 
shop lines. Technical Instruction 
will be acquired in other departments 
but the method of Imparting this 
to students will be worked out in 
connection with this model farm 
shop. This shop will also be of 
great value to those attending sum­
mer school and special courses will 
be arranged for their benefit.

FARMERS ARE REPAYING
WAR FINANCE LOANS

The annual report of the War Fi­
nance corporation shows that since 
it was given power to make sgrlcul, 
tural and livestock loans, which 
power became effective August 24, 
1921, It has approved loans In the 
sum of 8467,508,000 for agricultural 
and livestock purposes. On this 
amount 8287,740,000 had been act­
ually advanced to November 30, 1923 
8169,708,000 to banking institutions 
280,096,000 to livestock loan com­
panies and 837,936,000 to coopera 
tivc marketing associations.

To November 30, 1923, there have 
been total repaymentts aggregating 
8211,345,000, or 73 per cent of the 
amount originally advanced. Of 
this amount 8126,006.000 was re­
paid by banking institutions, 850,- 
601,000 by livestock companies and 
834.738,000 by cooperative market­
ing associations, leaving a balance of 
843,702,000 due from banking Insti­
tutions, 829.49g.000 due irom live­
stock companies, and 83,198.000

Secretary of the Interior Work 
has made an analysis of the flnsn 
elal status of the 28 irrigation pro. 
Jects constructed by the United 
States government. In issuing the 
analysis Secretary Work said:

"This intensive study of reclama­
tion as a business is the first ever 
made. It should have been made ten 
years ago. Agriculture, the only re­
source for the return of the money 
expended by the government, runn­
ing Into some 8141,000.000, has not 
been treated as essential to reclama­
tion, nor its development encourag­
ed as It should have been.

The compilation shows the orig­
inal estimated cost of the 28 pro­
jects to have been 893,435,841, while 
the net construction cost was 8141 
787,006.

The origin«! estimated Irrigable 
acreage of these projects was 3,056,- 
427. The actual acreage irrigated 
is 1.202,130.

The original estimated cost per 
acse was 830.57. The cost per acre 
for area actually irrigated Is 8117.

Of the net construction coat only 
815,592,842 have been paid to June 
30. 1923, leaving a difference yet 
unpaid of 8126,194.163. Of the 28 
projects, 18 have been in operation 
IB years or over, and all but one 
have been In operation over nine 
years. Comparatively little has been 
paid on the construction costs of 
those which have been in operation 
the longest.

The total operation and mainte­
nance costs up to June 30 have been 
817,059,231. The total operation 
and maintenance receipts up to the 
same date have been 811,370,744, 
leaving a deficit In maintenance and 
operation of 85,688,487.

All told, there is an amount un­
paid by the water users on these 
projects of 8132,062,788, which is 
due on construction costs, operation 
and maintenance and water rentals. 
Three of the projects have been ab- 
doned by the government.

SITUATION IS PITABLE

Oregon Methodist Bishop Appsals for
Aid for Starving German Children.
Bishop W. O. Shepard of Oregon, 

with headquarters in Portland, Is a 
keen sympathizer with and supporter 
of the efforts now in progress through 
out the strte and nation to collect a 
fund of money for the relief of starv­
ing German children, of whom there 
are several millions. Bishop Bhepard 
is a member of the Oregon committee 
which is endeavoring to raise 8190,000 
In this state and is giving It his per­
sonal attention.

“I can readily appreciate the situa­
tion in Germany,” said Bishop Shep­
ard. "With others, I made quite a 
study of conditions In Europe, Includ 
ing Germany, In 1920. It was then 
apparent that Just such a situation as 
now exists would develop. That mil­
lions In Germany and elsewhere would 
enter the winter without sufficient 
fcod was news that did not surprise 
me at ail. It is a pitiable situation, 
one which deserves deep sympathy 
and response from those who are able 
to help, for It should never be that 
little ones who have had no possible 
connection with what has happened 
over there should suffer thus. They 
aro paying a terrible penalty for some 
thing they knew nothing of. It all 
goes to show how terrible Is war.”

cial club.

1 he present bridge was declared 
a disgrace to the county, the state 
highway and dangerous and Impas­
sable some of the time each year. 
The bridge was all right for Its day 
when only cowboys and sheepherd- 
ers traveled on horseback and this 
cheap makeshift answered the pur­
pose.

Resolutions have been drawn by a 
committee of five appointed there­
for, and this committee is to serve 
and act until the construction of a 
new «bridge is assured. A commit­
tee of four was also named for elr. 
dilating a petition in this connect­
ion. D. C. Brownell and B. 8. 
Hughes of the Umatilla Commercial 
club, Mrs. Alice R. Nugent of the 
Umatilla Woman’s club, F. C. Fred- 
reckson and N. Seaman of the Irri­
gon Commercial club were named 
as the resolution committee, and 
Theo. Parks, C. E. Glasgow, H. W. 
Grim and Mrs. Llewweyn on the 
petition committee. These com­
mittees are now at work and will 
not let up until the matter has been 
settled.

A number of photographs are in 
possession of Umatilla people show­
ing the present bridge almost com. 
pletely submerged when the Colum­
bia river backs up the Umatilla, aud 
pictures have been taken of acci­
dents that have ocurred at the bridge 
on account of the sharp turn and 
poor approach. It has been sug­
gested that these photographs be put 
on post cards and given appropriate 
titles, such ns "Scenes along the road 
to tho Round-Up," and similar titles 
to fit the photo. These post cards 
would be stamped and handed to the 
tourist who dally expresses his opin­
ion of the bridge and he could write 
his Ideas on the card and mall It to 
the highway commision and the 
Umatilla county court that they 
may know how this sort ot disgrace 
appeals to the traveling public. It 
is hoped It will not be necessary to 
resort to this plan, but the people 
aro going to back up the committee 
financially to any extent necessary 
to accomplish the end In view—and 
in the immediate future.

The excuse that the county has to 
put up Its share or the state has to 
pay all will not be accepted any lon­
ger. The state can go ahead and 
charge this work up to the county 
and stop all other work until same 
is paid for as has been done In a 
number of other casee. The estl. 
mated sum of 859.000 as the coat ot 
a new bridge is not as unreasonable 
amount to put Into a serious missing 
link in the great Columbia high­
way.
