University of Oregon, Eugene, Ore­
gon, June 1—Thousand« of volunteer 
workers are busy all over the state 
in an effort to pvt the Doernbecherj 
hospital in Portland into operation1 
as soon as possible, it was announced 
toady by Mrs. Georgo T. Gerlinger, 
of Portland. Eighteen contributions 
totalling more than $46,000 not In­
cluding the American Legion main­
tenance fund, were announced by 
Mrs. Gerlinger.

Money has been received from 
citizens In all parts of the state for 
the Doernbecher Hospital Guild, 
which Is an organization formed by 
Mrs. P. L. Campbell to finance the 
hospital. A number of groups 
pledged funds at the La Grande 
woman's convention, and another 
body is expected to be formed at | 
Astoria. Money raised by chain par-' 
ties totals $10,009 to date, it was! 
announced.

FARM R l’MINDERS

The black foot rot of wheat in 
Oregon, often known as take-all, lsl 
doing considerable damage this year 
in western Oregon. No satisfactory 
control measures have been found, 
say experiment station authorities.

If sand lg used on the floor of the 
brooder house csiie is taken that 
the chicks are fed carefully or they 
consume enough sand to cause death. 
Feed Is given them a little at a tim e1 
and quite frequently, especially fori 
this first few days. Sand Is good 
to absorb dropping« and keeps the 
brooder fairly clean, but the best! 
litter for the brooder house Is chopp­
ed alfalfa or clover hay.

The northwest prune crop prom-| 
Ises from 70 to 89 Trillions of dried 
prunes for which tbe dryer eapac-, 
Ity is inadequate, says the horticul­
tural department at the Oregon Agri-! 
cultural college. Growers would do 
well to repair dryers and put In a 
fan system. Method« of remodeling 
the dryers can be had by writing 
to Earnest H. Wiegand, at the gov­
ernment experiment station at Cor­
vallis. Farmers are urged to do this 
at ones because the season will be 
two or three weeks earlier than 
usual, unless a dry spell comes along 
unexpectedly.
