Mr. Madden got in  touch w ith  loc 
al grow ers upon receip t of the mes­
sage and k illing  and  dressing s t a r t ­
ed W ednesday m orning and w ill con­
tin u e  u n til T husday n igh t. Dressed 
b irds w ill be received F riday  and 
S a tu rday  at th e  old L ea thers’ w are­
house south of the depot, w here re­
p resen tatives of th e  buyers w ill be, 
and  graders and w eighers.

T urkeys w ill be graded by . tw o 
men, one rep resen ting  the buyers and 
one for the grow ers’ association. 
A bout 3000 b irds are  to  go ou t on 
th is  sh ipm ent, and several hundred  
o thers w ill he held over u n til thé 
Ja n u a ry  pool.

T ukeys should be t  horoughly 
chilled and  should be free of a ll a n i­
m al heat before being b rough t in 
tow n for disposal, according to  a 
w arn ing  received by George H. Je n ­
k in s from the buyer of the pool a t 
Caldw ell, Idaho.

W ashington, D. C.—Standing pat on 
its dem and for a 3400,000,000 tax re­
duction, despite the treasu ry  view that 
it should not exceed 3225,000,000 and 
the house ways and m eans committee 
decision to  recommend reductions ag­
gregating 3236,000,000, the cham ber of 
commerce of the United S tates has 
announced th a t its  membership, in a 
referendum  ju s t completed, had ap­
proved the revenue, program  of its 
comm ittee on federal taxation.

The announcem ent said tha t action 
on the part of the m em bership com­
m itted the organization to advocate 
at the coming session of congress the 
enactm ent ot a tax  bill carrying into 
effect the following program :

Redhctions and repeals estim ated  to 
am ount to 3100,000,000 in the firs t full 
year a fte r the changes are  made.

Reduction of the corporation income 
tax rate  from 13% per cent to not 
more than  10 per cent, w ith the re­
duction applicable to  net income of 
1927.

Repeal of the rem aining w ar excise 
taxes levied on particular businesses.

Repeal of the federal esta te  tax.

Pal was a  dog, a ha lf breed pol­
ice dog, and h is m aster was H. A. 
Pankow , city  m arshall and deputy 
sheriff. E arly  S a tu rday  m orning 
Mr. Pankow  eceived a request to 
search  th e  w est bound fre ig h t tra in  
th a t  was here shortly  a f te r  6 for a 
w anted man.

He w ent im m ediately to th e  tracks, 
accom panied by Pal, h is inseparable 
companion. Before th e  tr a in  was 
s ta rched  it s ta rted  m oving ou t of the 
yards, and Pal was cau g h t under the 
m oving w heels and h is life crushed 
out.

The dog alw ays accom panied Mr. 
Pankow  in all h is work, and m any 
a re  th e  unusual s tu n ts  he perfomed 
in  line of du ty  th a t h is m aster re ­
lates.

B ut Pal is gone now. and there  is 
sadness in th e  household of w hich 
he w as a  e ra l pa rt.

The schools 
th a t  lost to the  locals a re  H eppner, 
Condon, A thena and U m atilla. The

POLISH DISPUTE TO 
GO BEFORE LEAGUE

W arsaw.—W arsaw  does not share 
the uneasiness said to exist in govern­
m ental circles in Berlin, Moscow and 
Kovno concerning the Polish-Lithuan­
ian dispute which will be dealt with 
by the league of nations.

Soviet R ussia’s Joint note to Lithu 
ania and Poland expressing concern 
at the strained relations of the two 
countries passed alm ost unnoticed 
when the full text was published in 
W arsaw newspapers. It is considered 
here that Russia m erely desires to 
create an atm osphere tha t will enable 
her to  participate in w hatever prelim 
Inary discussions are held, thereby 
mnkiDg it sure tha t R ussia will not be 
left out when the m atter is brought 
up on the floor of the leagua of na 
tions. L ithuania’s a ttitude toward Po 
land Is considered here nearly to have 
reached the limit of tolerance. It is 
pointed out tha t there now exists be­
tween the countries no railway, postal 
or telegraphic communication and the 
herm etically closed frontier renders 
stabilization of conditions in eastern 
Europe impossible.

W ITHDRAW  COOLIDGE DRAFT
Chain L etter Draft Plan It W ithdrawn 

By Originator.
New York.—The plan to draft Presi­

dent Coolidge Into candidacy for re- 
election by means of a  series of chain 
le tters was abandoned by its origina­
tor, Philip M. Tucker, Boston hanker. 
The idea was entirely  his own, he said. 
He denied published stories that 
Frank W. S tearns Hnd form er Senator 
William M. Butler, close friends of the 
president, had anything to do with it.

Abandonment of the project was in 
response to the expressed wish of the 
president that any petitions favoring 
his candidacy be discontinued. “In 
view of the president's wishes," Mr. 
Tucker said, “It seem s best to desist 
frem trying to bring further pressure 
upon him.”

Mexico P u tt Tax on Banana Exports.
Mexico City.—W ith the national 

treasury  pretty  well drained in m eet­
ing the cost of putting down the re­
cent Cerrano-Gomcz revolt, the federal 
governm ent Sunday announced a tax 
of 3 centavos on every bunch of ban­
anas, regardless of size, exported fron. 
Mexico a fter December 1.

BY PEARSONS HERE

NEWCOMERS HAPPY OVER WORK 

DONE FIRST YEAR

Big Dairy Herd in the Making And 

Success With Crops Pleases 

Hustling Family

A big serm on on how success is

won, ca lling  fo rth  few words from 
those who have made th e  serm on 
but e loquent enough to  the eyes of 
an understand ing  beholder, has been 
preached d u rin g  one sho rt year on 
th is pro ject by a  fam ily of newcom­
ers.

The fam ily ig th a t of Mr. and Mrs. 
Sylvan Pearson and th e ir  children. 
T heir place is a litt le  more th an  a  
mile east of tow n under the A Una. 
They cam e here a year ago yester­
day, November 30. 1926, bu t they  
have been liv ing  on th e ir  place sev­
eral m onths less th an  a year.

And If I don’t  get around to a tr ip  
out there  sooner, It’s In my mind to 
drop ou t a t the end of the second 
year because I'm  candidly curious to 
know how much a fam ily can do to 
a placo d u ring  a  fu ll second year 
a fte r  the changes th a t have been 
worked in a  piece of one year, and 
th a t the f irs t year In a new country .

Mr. Pearson Is a  dairy  farm er. 
Cowg are h is chief In te rest bu t he 
doesn’t aim  to let any  o th e r p raeticai 
sidelines th a t  offer p ro fit get aw ay 
from him. T his year his nujgt pro­
fitab le  sideline probably was early  
potatoes. On th ree -to u rth a  o f 'a p  acre 
of real early  ones he sold 330A vforth. 
The h ighest price received, I  believe, 
was about nine cen ts a  potind. In 
addition, there  w ere some late  spuds 
and a lot of garden truck .

W hen he landed here  from Lyle, 
W ashington, even before he was able 
to get possession of his place, Mr. 
Pearson began buy ing  cows, and he 
has been a t It ever since. The H ol­
stein  is the  breed th a t  s trikes  him  
close to th e  heart, and a m ajority  of 
his cows a re  e ith e r  H olstein, o r 
have the black and w hite blood in 
them.

Today, coun ting  h is young stu ff, 
he has about 30 head on hand. H is 
goal is 20 head of producing cows 
w orking p rac tica lly  a ll of the tim e 
for him , and he has about filled his 
herd.

The cows on h is farm  are  headed 
tow ard good care and a  com fortable 
home. They have a b rand  new barn , 
not yet fu lly  completed, to house 
them . The barn was planned to  
take care of 20 head of producers. 
There Is a drivew ay through, the 
cen ter over cem ent. The cows face 
tow ard the w alls w ith  a  feeding 
space betw een the stanch ions and 
the walls.

“L ater, I plan to build  a hay barn  
extension here on the east w ith  a  
drivew ay th rough  the cen te r,"  said 
the ow ner. “The mow room for hay 
will go clear to th e  floor.”

The herd  sire  th a t has been in use 
to  head tho H olstein herd  a t the 
E astern  Oregon S ta te  hospital a t 
Pendleton was purchased th is  week 
by Mr. Pearson to head his grow ing 
herd. The bull Is a proven sire w ith 
some very high producing daughters 
to h ig cred it, and his blood lines are 
such th a t Mr. Pearson considers h im ­
self fo rtn a te  to get such a repre­
sen ta tive  of the breed for h is use.

A sping of c lea w ater comes out 
of the ground on the h ill above his 
buildings, and the dom estic w ater 
supply is piped from th e  splrng. I t 
will soon be available in the new
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
