MRS. THOMAS CAMPBELL LEAVES 
FOR NEPHEW ’S FUNERAL

The funeral of Major John T 
cher of Spokane, nephew of 
Thomas Campbell of this city, 
held in the Masonic temple auditor­
ium of his home town Tuesday. The 
tragic death of Major Fancher at 
Wenatchee on Sunday by the explo­
sion of a defective bomb, after land­
ing and at the close of one of the 
most daring exhibition flights he had 
ever given, has been a severe shock 
to aviation circis of the northwest 
and to all who knew him.

The dallies of the Northwest have 
given much space this week to the 
life and activities of Major Fancher. 
The Spokesman Review quotes one 
of his fellow officers as saying: 
"Jack was a great flyer, •  born lead­
er and a lovable character. He had 
■ personal interest in very man. in 
his squadron and they all looked up 
to him and loved him.”

Mrs. Campbell left Monday after­
noon for Spokane.

WASHINGTON GUARD 
AVIATOR IS KILLED

Spokane, Wash.—Majo- John T. 
Fancher, 37, commander of the 41st 
division air service unit, Washington 
national guard, died In Wenatchee 
Sunday from Injuries received when 
an aerial bomb he was holding in his 
hand exploded, said Information re­
ceived here.

Major Fancher had gone to Wenat­
chee with other officers of his unit 
to participate in the annual apple 
blossom festival and In the dedication 
of an aviation Held there. He had 
landed after a night bombing maneu­
ver and was examining some of the 
bombs that had failed to explode, 
when one of them was detonated un­
expectedly, injuring him so badly that 
he died in a hospital there.

Major Fancher was the republican 
candiate for representative in con­
gress from the fifth district in 1926 
having been defeated by Representa­
tive Hill, democrat, the incumbent.

Major Fancher was educated in the 
high schools of this city and in the 
university of Washington, where he 
was a basketball star.

POLITICAL CROSS CURRENTS
What funny situations we find 

ourselves in sometimes as the politic­
ians buzz!

A short time since, when the pres­
ent primary campaign was getting 
under way the word was passed 
around that the wets were supporting 
Tom Gurdane for sheriff and that if 
heads of families, lovers of decency 
and good government, believers in 
progress and members of churches 
righteousness and the dry cause to be 
upheld, they must support and vote 
for R. T. Cookingham fr sheriff.

That report made the writer half 
sick. He is dry, the father of a fam­
ily of growing children, a lover of, 
and fighter for, decency and pro 
press, and In addition was and is 
mighty hearty in his support of Tom 
Gurdane for sheriff, and just as 
wholehearted in his opposition to R 
T. Cookingham. For the first time 
in his life it appeared that he was 
finding himself forced into a political 
classification wholly repugnant to 
his tastes.

The writer believed then, and be 
lieves more firmly now than ever, 
that Tom Gurdane is honest, clean 
competent, dependable and worthy 
to be intrusted with the exacting an 
onerous duties of Sheiff of this 
county.

As a newspaper man, the writer for 
15 months, daily visited the office 
of the present sheriff in pursuit of 
news and come to know that offic­
ial, his point of view, his mental re 
actions, his personal idlosyncracies 
as only a trained newsgatherer may.

The writer has also known ana 
studied Tom Gurdane. As between 
the two men the writer unhesitating­
ly chooses Tom Gurdane, feeling that, 
whilg Gurdane does not loom and 
boom and effuse on a first meeting 
neither does he disclose on longer 
acquaintance an insufferable ego­
tism, a  habit of strutting, a love of 
cheap dramatics, a disposition to 
subjeot all else to wlvat he considers 
the political course or any other of 
thg qualifications of less than a prac­
tical politician.

Shortly before he assumed the 
office of sheriff, Mr. Cookingham is 
credited with having gushed forth 
in chtid-llke faith and egotism the 
statement that under his administra­
tion all the bootleggers and rum 
runners would be out of business 
within 60 days.

Just what is the situation in the 
race for sheriff today?

From a survey secured from 
enough sources to be truly indicative, 
the writer has found that:

A number of Pendleton "wets” 
are quietly lining up their political 
support for R. T. (Jookingham, not, 
presumably, on account of any per­
sonal friendship, but for the reason
that they have done very well under handle 
his present administration, and like 
Wall street financiers, hate to see 
a change.

Some men in Pendleton whose 
early business training caused them 
to believe that a deal should not be 
consummated until after a certain 
quantity of liquor has been drunk 
are satisfied with the present ad­
ministration of law enforcement.
In effect Mr. Cookingham is con­
sidered by church folk and the cotton 
dries as the glowing torch of right­
eousness and law enforcement, his 
presence in office is very acceptable 
to men who use liquor as an aid in 
their business dealings, and these 
men in quiet and effective measure, 
some of them, are for Cookingham.

An attorney, who very frequently 
and successfully defends alleged boot­
leggers, is reported as supporting
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To describe the cmmerclal garden 
of Mrs. Eva Vest on her place w/thln  ̂
the city limits is to tear a. few page« 
from a seed catalog, and to tell of 
her work on that place is to describe 
perpetual motion.

A resident of Umatilla county for 
44 years, a graduate of the old W 
ton Normal, and an ex-schoolteacher 
Mrs. Vest came to Hermiston front. 
Ukiah less than three years ago, pur-, 
chased the A. D. Crosland 20 acr«, 
place half a mile from town an 
started market gardening. She ha 
had no preious experience with this 
work except in a small farm garden. 
“I do all my own work,” says Mrs» 
Vest. ‘‘I did have a man twelve daya 
this spring to plow and level for me 
and help with my onions, but now i(; 
is where I can do it alone.”

Finding that Bermuda onions gave 
her prety good returns last year, Mrs. 
Vest has put in more this season and 
has 24,000 plants in, all growing well 
and already contracted for sale. 
Seed onions also occupy part of the 
tract. Cabbages proved a good 
crop last year so thl syear 3000 cab­
bage plants will grow tn the garden. 
Last year corn and cabbage planted 
In August matured before frost. One 
acre will be given to corn. Some con 
sideratlon was given to the possi­
bility of succcees with bruasels 
sprouts, but beause of the long care 
necessary It was not considered teas 
hl« to plant this crop.

Peas and beans find their place In 
the straight rows, table beets, stock 
beets and carrots, too. Later on 
squash will be well along between 
the rows of corn when tte  stalks are 
ready to come out, tomatoes will have 
taken the place of the peag and pep- 
pers will fill the spaces once occpled 
hy cabbages. "I try to get two crops 
off as much of the ground as possi­
ble,” said this energetic gardener. 
‘Last year I found a small place vac­

ant in September and put in some 
radish seed. I got 37 from that lit­
tle patch for some really excellent 
radishes."

The garden, by careful planting 
and unceasing cultivation, always 
has a thrifty appearance and never 
looks patchy. The attractive house 
is set in a large lawn that is flanked 
with berry bushes, blackcaps, red 
raspberries and dewberries. There 
is a strawberry patch and a few trees 
provide fruit for home use. South 
of the house is a bluegrass pastur« 
which brings in additional inconn 
to the owner.

Two hundred baby chicks occupj 
some of Mrs. Vest’s spare time ant 
next year she wants to start a small 
herd of dairy cows. When asked 
what bred interested her she gald 
"I prefer the Guernseys. I couldn’t 

very big herd, but I can 
take care of fifteen cows all right 

• ally like dairying better than 
gardening.”

Mrs. Vest does all of the irrigating 
cultivating and other work on her 
place herself, studies and tries fo: 
new and better methods of garden­
ing. alwayg had a ready smile and a 
philosophic word and counts that 
day loet when sun-up finds her nap­
ping.

GRAND ARMY RANKS 
REDUCED BY DEATHS

Washington, D. C.—The mounting 
death rate among civil war veterans 
reduced the number in March to only 
79,300 pensioners. A total of 1283 died 
last month, the pension bureau an­
nounced.

Once, in 1898, the pensioners total­
ed 745,822, which was the peak, but it 
remained for increases in appropria­
tions to bring the highest in the 
amount of pensions in 1923, when 
3141,377,615 was disbursed.

Every civil war pensioner is now 
more than 80 years old, but It was 
estimated at the bureau that a few of 
the civil war beneficiaries will live 
25 more years. This estimate is based 
on the fact that five Mexican war pen­
sioners «re still on the roli, although 
it has been 80 years since that war.

The last survivor of the revolution­
ary war, Daniel F. Bakerman. died 
April 5, 1869, at the age of 109 years, 
and 90 years after the war of 1812 
Hiram Cronk, the last survivor of 
that war, died.

GERMANS FAVOR PACT
Proposal to Ban War Deemed One of 

Greatest Sines 1919.
Berlin.—Foreign Minister Strese-

mann has lost no time in lstting the 
United States know that Germany ful­
ly approves of Secretary Kellogg’s pro­
posed outlawry of war pact. With the 
approval of President von Hlndenburg 
and the cabinet, the foreign minister 
handed a four-page reply to Jacob 
Gould Schurman, the American am­
bassador.

It is understood the German note 
not only welcomes the American pro­
posal, but considers it one of the great­
est practical steps toward peace un­
dertaken by any government since the 
war. It also emphasizes that the proj­
ect Is in accord with Germany's dis­
armament proposal as championed by 
Count von Bernstorff In behalf of the 
German government In Geneva.

Shipbuilding Less Arouses Experts.
Washingtno, D. C.—Testimony was 

given to the senate naval committee 
by high naval officials that If the pres­
ent downward trend in private ship­
building continues, the nation may 
find itself without facilities to replace 
its battle fleet and auxiliaries after ’ 
the naval building holiday ends in 
1932.
