LOCAL PROJECT FARMER
SENDS PRODUCE AS GIFT

Hermiston Apples, Potatoes, Cause
Favorable Comment in Middle
: Western State.

Fred W, Lenz, a local project far-
mer, hit upon a unique plan of send-
ing samples of apples and potatoes
which were raised on his farm here
to relatives in Missouri as a Christ-
mas present, According to replies re-
celved from the Missourians the local
produce created something of a sen-
sation. The following excerpt from
the letter received by Mr. Lenz is
quite enlightening:

“I have seen potatoes that would
weigh as much apiece perhaps, but
never in my life did I see potatoes
11 inches long. That's growing po-
tatoes by the yard. They always say
around here that Western fruit has
no flavor. Now I know they don't
know what they are talking about.
These apples look and taste much
like the ones that we had on the
farm in Pennsylvania.
