DIPLOMAS FRIDAY

W. R. DAVIS OF WHITMAN COLL-
EGE GIVES ADDRESS

Talks on Cost of Educating Youth
Under Present System in Vogue
: In United States.

As evidence of the successful com-
pletion of four Yyears preparatory
work, diplomas were awarded to the
19 members of the semior class of
Hermiston high school at the annual
commencement exercises in the audi-
torium last Friday evening,

The commencement address was
delivered by William R. Davis, head
of the English department at Whit-
man college. He discussed at

length the American system of edu-
cating young people at public ex-
pense, and pointed out that it {3

unique in the systems of education
known throughout the world.

The speaker also discussed the
quuestion of whether or not we can
atford to educate our jwouth, fr
reliable statistics show that the ex-
pense to the taxpayers for such edu-
gation mounts fo prodigbus £ig~
ures each year. In speaking of the
need for something more than mere
money in a community for keeping
up the schools, he said:

“The people of the community
must be interested in the school and
its teachers in order to provide a
real education for the children and
young people.”

In discussing the problem of high-
er education, he emphasized the now
prevalent idea of educators that
everyone should not attempt to ob-
tain a college or university educa-
tion.

“Some are not fitted for such,
and in this day of popularized edu-
cation overcrowded conditions in all
institutions of higher learning are
necessitating a system of eliminating
those unfit, either throngh some lack
of mental facilities, lack of interest
or some other condition which ren-
ders them ‘incapable of maintaining
the scholastie standard set by the in-
stitutiond’

intendent B, L. Cherry, folowing the
close of Mr. Davis' address, Two
gelections by the high ‘school girl's
glee elub comprised the musical
numbers on the program, in addition
to the processional and recessional
played by the high school orchestra.
