The August report of the Umatilla 
Dairy Herd Improvement association 
J u • t completed b y W 1 1 1 a r d 
Kernkamp, association tester, shows 
an average production of 24.6 pounds 
of butterfat per cow for all the cows 
of the association.

There were 90 of the 595 cows en 
rolled that made over 4o pounds of 
butterfat for the month of August.

Alpha Christley and S. R. Cooper 
had the high herds of over 20 cows 
with an average production of 33.S 
pounds of butterfat per cow. Wm, 
Mitchell of Stanfield in the next class 
of from 12 to 20 cows, had a herd 
average of 37.6 pounds of butterfat 
per cow. In the class of under 12 
cows, H. O. McCulley had a herd 
average of 46.1 pounds of butterfat 
per cow.

S. R. Cooper had the high cow of 
the association for the month of Aug­
ust, a grade Jersey, that produced 
71.4 pounds of butterfat. J. H. Reid 
tad the second high cow, a grade 
Jersey, that produced 64.8 pounds of 
fat.

For the nine months since the be­
ginning of the testing year, the 
herds of the following men are rank- 
ed the highest: S. R. Cooper, C. A, 
Lynch, William Mitchell, C. W. Til­
den. A. R. Coppock and J. S. Dyer.

J. H. Reid had three cows, all 
grade Jerseys, making over sixty 
pounds of butterfat in August thus 
qualifying them for the honor roll.

Carl Anderson, M. C. Burchett, A. 
R. Coppock, J. Jendrze jewskl and W. 
H. Bennett had four year old cows 
that' made over 45 pounds of fat. 
qualifying them for the honor roll in 
class B.

In class C the following men had 
cows that made over 40 pounds of 
fat: F. A. Baker, S. R. Cooper,, Haw­
ley Bean, Sylvan Pierson, S. Kopacz 
and C. W. Tilden.

Wm. Mitchell, J. H. Reid, Alpha 
Christley, C. A. Lynch, F. A. Baker 
and W. A. Chaney had cows that 
made the honor roll in class D.

Display Big Fcatur*.

The premium lists for the 1930 
Umatilla Project Fair received the 
final check last Monday night at a 
meeting of the fair board and are now 
available for distribution at the Her 
miston Herald office. The fair board 
plans to send premium lists to all box 
holders on rural routes as well as to 
all who exhibited last year.

While the premium lists in a large 
part folow the general plan of last 
year, some changes have been made 
in the different divisions to meet the 
changing conditions in the commun 
ity.

Perhaps the most radical change 
from last year is in the Farm Crops 
division under the supervision of Bax­
ter Hutchison. Instead of the old plan 
wherein each producer exhibited hi* 
own products, this year the awards 
are based on community exhibits. The 
territory is divided into communities 
and the producers in each communty 
pool their products to make up the 
exhibit. Suitable awards are offered 
for these community exhibits.

The fair board wishes to call atten- 
tion to the requirements that all 
dairy animals of breeding age shall be 
tested and found free from contagious 
abortion before being admitted to the 
fair grounds. The test must have 
been taken since April 1, 1930.
Anyone wishing to have their ani­
mals tested between now and fair 
time may do so by getting in touch 
with the assistant county agent.

Present indications point to an 
even larger and better fair than 
in the past, and many persons in 
other sections of the county have 
signified their intention of bring­
ing exhibits this year.

Premium List and Rules o f the Eighteenth Annuel

UMATILLA PROJECT FAIR
HERMISTON, OREGON, OCTOBER 3-4, 1930

INFORMATION TO EXHIBITORS 
The Umatilla Project Fair is held primarily for

the purpose of encouraging more profitable agri­
culture on the Greater Umatilla Project. In dis­
tributing the premium money the directors have 
emphasized the products of most importance.4

No entry fee la charged. The Association will pro­
vide alfalfa hay and bedding free of charge, the 
exhibitor to furnish any other teed desired.

• Reliable men will be in charge of the stables at 
all times and will feed for exhibitors on request. 
Pens are about 6 by 8 feet.

The Association will have experienced milkers, 
who. upon request of the owners, will milk all 
cows while on the grounds, free of charge.

Premiums—Premiums will be designated by rib­
bons: Purple and Blue, Grand Champions; Purple, 
Championship; Blue, first; Red, second; White, 
third.

Awards will be paid by check and mailed to the 
exhibitors address not later than November 1, 193 0.

Board of Managers—L. C. Dyer, President; J. M. 
Riggs. Secretary-Treasurer; Logan Todd, Wm. 
Logan, C. M. Jackson, J. Jendrzejewskl.

RULES OF ENTRY
Rule 1. All applicants for entry must be made 

on printed forms and in accordance with instruct­
ions on same. These forms, properly signed, are 
to be filed in the office of the Secretary of Uma­
tilla Project Fair Association on or before October 
2 at 4:00 P. M., at which time entries close. In all 
cases the right is reserved to reject entirely or ac­
cept conditionally any entry or application for 
entry.

Rule 2. All stock entries must be on the grounds 
by 1:00 P. M. October 2.

Rule 3. To be eligible for competition animals 
must be the bon* fide property of exhibitors.

Rule 4. In all contests of registered stock the 
paper* of registration must be filed with the Sec­
retary not later than 6:00 P. M. October 2, If so 
requested.

Rule 5 Each exhibitor cm- assistant must be in 
charge of hi* entry daring the hoars of judging 
and demonstration under authority of the judges.

Rule 6. Exhibitors of livestock must report to 
the Superltendent in charge at 9:00 o’clock A. M. 
for orders. They must inform themselves from the 
Superintendent of the division when their stock 
will be Judged. Stock must be in the show ring 
promptly after being called, with proper entry tag 
attached.

Rule 7. All exhibitors of livestock shall be re­
quired to parade their stock when requested by the 
management. An exhibitor who fails or refuses to 
comply with Rule 5 and 7 forfeits all claim upon 
the Board.

Rule 8. If any disrespect is shown to any «ward 
or to the awarding committee, by the exhibitor or 
his agent, he shall forfeit all awards made to him, 
and the officers in charge shall report the same to 
the Board at Its first subsequent meeting. Should 
a premium be found by the hoard to have been ob­
tained by false evidence, or misrepresentation, or a

violation of any of the above rules, the money will 
be withheld by the secretary.

Rule 9. Men in charge of the stock are strictly 
prohibited from making any remarks regarding the 
stock unless Information is requested of them by the 
Judges or Superintendents. Attendants infringing 
on this rule will* be excluded from the ring by the 
Superintendent.

Rule 10. Exhibitors will at all times give the 
necessary and personal attention to whatever they 
may have on exhibition and at the close of the 
show must take entire charge of their property and 
remove promptly. Every exhibitor will be solely 
responsible for any consequential or other loss, in­
jury or damage done to, or occasioned by, or aris­
ing from, any animal exhibited by him, and shall 
indemnify the Association against all legal or 
other proceedings in regard tnereto. The Umatilla 
Project Fair Association will take every precaution 
in its power for the safe preservation of stock and 
articles on exhibit and all property of every char­
acter entered for competition or display, or 
any other purpose, or being anywhere 
grounds, shall be subject to the control of 
Umatilla Project Fair Association, but in no case 
will the Umatilla Project Fair Association bo re­
sponsible ir. any way for any loss, damage or in­
jury of any character to any such property while 
the same is on the grounds, or at any time or 
place. If the property owners or others Interested 
in property desire protection against loss or damage 
or injury from fire or other cause, they must make 
their arrangements therefor. No Officer, Trustoo, 
Superintendent or employee of the Umatilla Pro- 
Ject Fair Association has authority to suspend or 
change this rule.

Rule 11. No animal or article deemed unwor­
thy shall he awarded a premium, and no premium 
shall be awarded merely because there is no com­
petition. If the article is not worthy of the first 
premium, it may be awarded a lesser premium, and 
where there is but a single exhibitor in any class, 
the judge may award but one premium.

Rule 12. Boar tusks must be removed.
Rule 13. No female dairy animal of breeding 

age which have not been tested for and found free 
from infectious abortion will be admitted to the 
show grounds.

Rule 14. No bull over 1 year old shall be re­
moved from stalls for any purpose, unless handled 
by two men.
