Oregon State Game Commission has
designated that the open season on
Chinese pheasants shall be from Oct-
ober 1 to October 31 both days in-
clusive. Bag limit, four of such birds
in any ome day, or eight during any
seven consecutive days. provided,
that no more than one female Chin-
ese pheasant may be killed in any
seven consecutive days. The State
Game Commission has by order de-
clared the following dates for the
year of 1939 to be lawful hunting
days for Chinese pheasants in Union,
Umatilla, Baker, Grant, Morrow, Gil-
liam, Klamath, Crook, Deschutes,
Hood River, Wasco and Wallowa
counties: October 1, 2, 5, 8, 12, 15,
19, 22, 26 and 29.

There will also be open season for
Hungarian partridges in Morrow,
Sherman, Umatilla and Wallowa
counties where the open season shall
be each Wednesday and each Sunday
from October 1 to October 31, both
days inclusive. Bag limit, four birds
in any one day, and not to exceed
eight in any seven consecutive days.
Ducks, except wood ducks and
eider ducks, geese, rails, coots, Wil-
son snipe or jacksnipe, and greater
and lesser yellowlegs, open season
from October 1 to January 15 of each
year, both days inclusive. Bag limit,
fifteen of such birds in any one day
and not to exceed twenty of such
birds in any seven comsecutive days.
The Oregon Hunting Laws for 1930
states that the bag limit on geese
shall be eight in any one day and
not to exceed thirty in any. seven
consecutive days. It should read
that the bag limit on geese shall be
four in any one day and not to ex-
ceed fifteen in any seven consecutive
days.
