Of over 20 cows with an average pro­
duction of 32.9 pounds of butterfat 
per cow. William Mitchell of Stan­
field In the next clase of from 12 to 
20 cows,had a herd average of 31.5 
pounds of butterfat per cow. In the 
class of under 12 cows, C. W. Acock 
had a herd average of 32.8 pounds 
of butterfat per cow.

F. A. Baker had the high cow of 
the association for the month of 
September, a purebred Jersey, that 
produced 68.6 pounds of butterfat. 
8. R. Cooper had the second high cow, 
a grade Jersey, that produced 68.4 
pounds of butterfat.
