STOP-OVERS ALLOWED ON 
UNION PACIFIC; 30 DAY LIMIT

Portland, Ore., February 4— First 
class one-way tickets purchased on 
February 1 and thereafter will be 
good for stop-overs enroute within 
30 days from date of sale according 
to W. K. Cundiff, General Passenger 
Agent of the Union Pacific System.

To take care of these stop-overs 
the time limit on such tickets has 
been extended to 3o days from the 
date of sale. Formerly the time li­
mit on each ticket averaged from 1 to 
8 days, according to the length of 
the trip.

The new stop-over privilege Is not 
available on one-way tickets that are 
good for passage only In tourist cars 
or day coaches. A low rail fare, 
somewhat less than the standard 
fare, applies this year in tourist cars 
and a still lower fare is available 

hen trips are made in coaches. 
Week-end round trip excursions are 
also being made attractive this year, 
effective March 1, allowing stop­
overs at any point enrouto whereas 
no stop-overs are available at pre­
sent. The limit on the low fare 
week-end round tripe will be exten­
ded an additional day, making it poe- 
slble to start on Friday and return 
on the following Tuesday. The pre­
sent fare-and-one-thlrd basis for 
theee week-end round trips will con­
tinue to nppiy.
