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Radio Advertising.
We wonder If everybody 1» as tired 

of listening to advertising over the 
radio as we are. We wonder if the 
people who are paying for radio ad­
vertising are getting their money's 
worth out of It. But at the same 
time we wonder how we could get 
many of the really wonderful pro­
grams that we hear over our radio 
if advertisers didn't pay for It.

Somebody has to pay for radio 
broadcasting. That goes without say­
ing. Some broadcasting is paid for 
by political and other propagandists, 
and most of that sort of stuff we 
have listened to is pretty dreary.

In Russia we understand people

cannot hear anything but propagan­
da through their radio sets. In 
France the government owns ail the 
radio stations but leases time on the I 
air to advertisers who, we under­
stand, do not make any very success­
ful attempts at entertainment. In 
England there is a fairly liberal sys­
tem of government control of broad­
casting. Only one company is li­
censed to broadcast and it operates 
all of the stations in the British 
Isles. It gets its revenue from an 
annual tax nt ten shillings, or about

education, but there is always a gov­
ernment censor listening in and there 
is a decided limitation of free expres­
sion of ideas and opinions over the 
radio.

The last thing we want In Atneri- 
■a is any kind of government censor­

ship. Freedom of speech and of the 
>ress is one of the fundamental prin­

ciples of our democracy. There is 
always a bureaucratic clique in 
Washington which would like to con­
trol not only all radio broadcasting 
but the newspapers and all public 
speakers as well. The worst thing 
that could happen to America liber­
ty would be to let government or any 
part of the government prescribe 
what people may think or say.

Probably, on the whole, our Amer­
ican system of letting advertisers pay 
for our entertainment is the best 
We certainly get better entertain­
ment over the radio than they do 
anywhere else, from all reports. Just 
as we have better newspapers In 
America because our newspaper ad­
vertisers make them possible. But 
we do wish these broadrastlng ad­
vertisers would use a little more re­
straint and a great many fewer 
words in telling ”s about the merits 
of their wares.
