The premium list and rules for 
the Nineteenth Annual Umatilla 
Project Fair will be available to the 
public by the first of next week 
Superintendents of the different di­
visions have revised their lists and 
made savings wherever possible. The 
fair board made a new ruling this 
year that no exhibit may be removed 
from the fair grounds before 8:00 
p. m. Saturday, without a release 
from the Secretary. This will permit 
all fair patrons to get the full bene­
fit from all exhibits.

All |6  and *5 premiums in the 
dairy cattle division have been cut 
81. A number of special prizes are 
being offered In this division and 
Superintendent Lynch hopes to have 
more by fair time.

Due to the fact that swine have 
not been considered overly success­
ful on the project, that division was 
voted out by the board. Ribbons only 
will be awarded to winners in the 
sheep classes, as no premium money 
was granted by the board. Floyd Mc­
Mullen is superintendent of this di­
vision.

Oscar Payne, superintendent of 
the rabbit division, has left the pre­
miums as they stood last year. The 
revised list for the honey and bee 
division as presented by Superin­
tendent Skovbo has a few slight 
changes.

With the consent of the fair board 
Superintendent R. C. Todd of the 
poultry division has added Rhode 
Island Reds to the list and cut out 
the display of four hens and one 
cock, and four pullets and one cock­
erel, in each class. Special prizes in 
this division have been donated by 
F. B. Swayze, H. E. Hitt, W. J. War­
ner, Ralph Brownson, Oregon Hard­
ware & Implement Co., and Fred 
Barker.

As the farm produce division

stands after revision has been made 
by Superintendent Hutchison, prem 
itims will be offered on one farm 
display ‘‘the central idea” type of 
exhibit to be used. The score card 
to be used on this display is as fol­
lows: Title sign, showing idea or 
subject of exhibit, 50; power to at 
tract attention 150; holding inter­
est, 200; success in district of in­
dustry displayed, 150; appeal to 
public of exhibit, 100; educational 
value, 150; general appearance, 150; 
explanatory material, 50; a total of 
lOOo points. Prizes of 815, 810, and 
85 will be awarded best displays. 
Mr. Hutchison requests that exhibit­
ors see him about booth space sev­
eral days before fhe show in order 
that he may explain displays and 
make other arrangements.

Other farm produce exhibits must 
be labeled with the name of variety; 
where it is grown, the special value, 
and name of exhibitor. Premium of 
82, 81, and ribbon will be awarded 
for the following exhibits: Rural 
type potatoes, Netted Jem potatoes, 
corn, 15 ears, corn on stalk. Prem­
iums of 81, 50c, and a ribbon will 
be awarded for display for squash 
and fable carrots.

In the flower division, Mrs. H. J. 
Ott superintendent, premiums will 
be awarded for the best general dis­
play of flowers and for the most 
artistic vase of flowers.

Mrs. Wm. Hlneline is superintend­
ent of the woman’s division and also 
the boys’ and girls’ club division 
and has made a number of changes 
that are too numerous to mention 
here. Any special prizes for this 
work will be readily accepted.

Forest fires due to human causes, 
careless or criminal, have reached 
a total of 775 on the 22 national 
forests of Oregon and Washington 
during the present fire season, ac­
cording to a report Just issued by the 
regional forester, Portland, Oregon.

While this region has not suffered 
so far to the extent that Idaho and 
Montana have, this report shows an 
increase pf 351 man-caused fires 
over the same period for 1930. Care­
less smokers again head the list of 
man-caused fires, with 277, as com­
pared with 175 in 1930. Campers 
come second, with 149 fires to date 
this year, as against 133 for the 
same period last year. Incendiary 
forest fires, or fires purposely set, 
show a startling increase. Last year 
52 of these law violators committed 
crimes against society and the laws 
of the states and nation by setting 
out forest fires, while this year their 
number has increased to 191. In 
view of the tragedy, human suffer­
ing, and economic loss caused by 
forest fires, the regional forester 
makes a plea for an aroused public 
opinion to help bring about a re­
duction of these totally unnecessary 
man-caused fires.

Lightning fires for the period 
show a decrease, 93 for 1931 as com­
pared with 430 up to August 20, 
1930. Of the total forest fires re­
ported to date, 664 have burned over 
less than one-quarter acre; 242 un­
der ten acres each, and 143 have 
burned over ten acres each. The 
total acreage burned over Is: 49,931 
acres of national forest land. 8,3,60 
acres of privately owned land with­
in the boundaries of the national 
forests; and 27,740 acres of private- 
lY'owned lands outside but immedi­
ately adjacent to national forest 
boundaries.
