CLOVER SEED SUPFPLIES
AND PRICES BOTH DOWN.

Despite a substantial reduction in
domestic production and a somewhat
reduced carryover, farmers are being
offefed sharply lower prices for clo-
ver seed than last year, says a report
Just released by the Oregon agricul-
tural extenslon service,

The production of red elover seed
in the United States is expected to be
about three-fourths as much as in
1930, or less than onmne-half of the
1929 production, says the report
which is based on government esti-
mates. The alsike crop is expected
to be 10 to 20 percent smaller than
last year's unusually large output.

Figures published in the report
show that opening prices to growers
are around $6.50 a hundred pounds
lower for red clover seed than last
year, and $6 lower for alsike. Sév-
eral statistical tables were included
giving the record of prices to pro-
ducers, wholesale prices, production
data, shipments for producing dist-
ricts, imports and tariff rates.

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DR. KERR ASKS SUPPORT FOR
OREGON FRCM 0.8.C. STAFF

ORECON STATE COLLEGE, Cor-
vallis, Sept. 16—DIointing out that
the people and industries of Oregon
stand in greater need today than
ever before of the services that can
be rendered by the institution, Dr.
W. J. Kerr, president of Oregon
State college, in a vigorous opening
address to the faculty, urged that no
effort be spared to place every pos-
sible resource of the state college at
the command of the people.

“This is no time to think of the
budget decreases or to make them an
excuse for decreased service," said
President Kerr. “This is a time to
ihow determination, courdge and in-
lustry in using what we have for
the best interests of the state.”

Dr. Kerr also stressed the im-

insisted that faculty members do
heir part by helning the students
0 keep down their expnses and get
he utmost out of the time spent on
the campus,

all other purpeses. Oregon supports
the college, he said, and the imstitu-
tion must support Oregon.

We must progress and not
merely get along, meeting every
situation with enthusiasm."
