SLOW DAIRY PASTURES 
KEEP PRODUCTION DOWN.

Most backw ard early  sp rin g  pas­
tu res  in e igh t years, tak in g  the 
country  as a whole, served to keep 
b u tte r production early  in A pril be­
low th e  volum e indicated  by the 
g rea te r num ber of cows being 
m ilked, says the Oregon S ta te  col­
lege extension service in  the week­
ly m arket review. S to ring  b u tte r  is 
below norm al for th e  season w ith 
operators encerta in  w hat course to 
take.

Pacific coast production is down 
about 10 per cen t and eastern  pro­
duction  about 4 per cent as a result 
of the slow -Btarting pastures added 
to cu rta ilm en t of supplem entary 
feeding caused by financia l consi­
derations, says the report. The con­
dition  of pastu res In s ta tes  where 
cows are norm ally  on pastures by 
A pril 1 Is su b s tan tia lly  below th a t 
In any of th e  previous e igh t years 
for w hich records a re  available.

A lthough Oregon dairy  pastures 
are  slower th an  average, fu tu re  pro­
spects are favorable because of a 
p len tifu l m oisture supply. The con­
d ition  th ro u g h o u t th e  country  Is 
m ost serious In those areas affected 
by d rough t las t sum mer.

M ilk production per cow in the 
U nited S tates on A pril 1 was about 
5 per cen t low er th an  on th a t date 
in  any of th e  las t four years, and 
some low er th an  in  any A pril since 
1925. Milk production per cow nor­
m ally increases 5 to 8 per cen t be­
tw een. March 1 and A pril 1, b u t th is  
year only 1(4 per cent increase was 
shown.

A pril sto rage  holdings in the 
U nited S ta tes Indicate a reduction 
of 50 per cent from a year ago, and 
about 25 per cen t from the five-year 
average for A pril 1. The general 
a tt itu d e  of receivers .for the past 10 
days has been som ew hat uncerta in  
w ith  all anxious to keep floors 
cleared. Some were inclined  to 
sto re  top q u a lity  b u tte r w hile o thers 
reduced prices to  move the goods.
