PEA GROWERS ASKED TO

AID IN WEEVIL CONTROL.

As a means of preventing a repe- 
ition next spring of one of the 
vorst infestations of pea weevils in 
regon for years, an appeal has been 
ent out by A. O. Larson, federal en­

tomologist stationed at Oregon State 
college, for growers of garden plots 
as well as commercial growers of 
’leid peas to clean up their patches 
as soon as possible after the green 
peas have been picked or harvested.

An extensive inspection over the 
state by entomologists indicate that 
he heavy infestations of weevils 

this year has left few fields of peas 
or even gardens unaffected, particu­
larly in the Willamette valley.

Mr. Larson recommends that al! 
vines in garden plots be gathered 
and burned as soon as the peas begin 
to harden and ripen, or that parti- 
ular care be taken in picking all 

the dry peas. The ripe peas may be 
led to chickens or hogs, before the 
veevils have a chance to come out 
Tield peas, according to Mr. Larson 
should be harvested as soon as pos- 

hibie and fumigated, and the stubble 
burned.

The weevils, if allowed to emerge, 
vili hibernate in trees, around fence 
posts ,under shingles, bark or moss 
ntil next spring when they will lay
