The complaint further states "that 
the said overturned truck and the 
injuries sustained by the plaintiff 
as hereinafter more fully described, 
were caused solely and only by the 
concurrent carelessness, reckless, 
and negligency of the above named 
defendants.”

The plaintiff charges that the 
City of Hermiston "carelessly and 
negligently allowed and permitted a 
dense growth of trees and under- 
brush to grow, stand and remain on 
the southeast corner and the north­
east corner of the said intersection 
of Fourth and Highland streets." 
It further states that the City of 
Hermiston allowed loose gravel to 
pile and accumulate in the intersec­
tion constituting a personal men­
ace to any person driving an auto­
mobile off the main traveled portion 
of Fourth street.

In naming Mr. and Mrs. Charles 
Taylor the complaint charges them 
with carelessness in driving "into 
and upon intersection without first 
determining whether or not any 
traffic was proceding in a northerly 
direction. In failing to stop Dodge 
coupe before entering intersection, 
and failing to keep proper lookout 
for traffic." It further states that 
Mr. and Mrs. Taylor were at fault 
"in causing the motor truck so driv­
en by the defendant, Dan Rothen, 
to drive into and against said tele­
phone pole.”

J D Hutchinson and Dan Rothen 
were named as "permitting, and 
driving motor truck at a high and 
dangerous rate of speed.”
