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The Lesson That Came Too Late.
The recent open season on the 

great red deer of North America 
whose name is more familiarly 
known as elk, has i ft a crimson page 
in the game history of Oregon, and 
especially in Umatilla, Wallowa, 
Union, and Baker counties. The 
scene of a three-day battlefield has 
left destruction to the deer in these 
counties that it will take five years 
or more to rebuild. The number of 
the slain elk which were wasted by 
becoming tainted before the animal 
could be removed, was undoubtedly 
due to inexperienced and careless 
hunters, lack of equipment, and an 
eagerness to get more game before 
bringing out the game that had been 
killed, where it could be properly 
cared tor. It takes horses and even 
trucks to care for the meat properly 
before it becomes tainted in warm 
weather.

The fact that only a small portion 
of Umatilla county is in hunting 
territory, with the same condition 
in Baker county, leaves only one 
answer. Hundreds of sportsmen from 
other sections in Oregon flocked to 
this small territory to be present tor 
the opening of elk season. Many ol 
these men had not gotten theft deer 
and with their tags still good, it was 
near to impossible for them to miss 
getting a buck with the thousands 
of hunters keeping the fleety animals 
on the run almost constantly during 
the day. Men who would have got­
ten their deer in other sections of 
the state have taken It from the 
mountains In eastern Oregon, which 
loss will be felt for the next five 
years at least.

Had the deer season been closed 
before sportsmen were allowed to 
hunt the big elk, there would have 
been much less spoilage. Elk killed 
In the middle of November would be 
In better flesh, and by virtue of the

colder weather, would not spoil so

If elk are hunted again next year 
it is hoped that the most regrettable 
waste will be reduced by the provis­
ion of a later season.
