SEED TREATMENT PREVENTS

EARLY PEAS FROM ROTTING.

Treatment of early planted gar­
den pea seed with Semesan, an or­
ganic mercury compound, has been 
found to insure a markedly higher 
germination and increased vigor of 
the plants, in experiments carried 
on by the vegetable crops depart­
ment at Oregon State college.

Poor germination of peas planted 
in cold, wet soil In spring, or sub­
jected to such conditions after plant 
ing, is caused mostly by rots induced 
by molds. Even where the plant is 
not entirely destroyed, the growth 
may be seriously impaired, say the 
experiment station specialists.

Tests carried on under controlled 
conditions of temperature and mois­
ture showed that the average ger­
mination of treated seed under un­
favorable conditions was 90 per cent 
compared with only 28 per cent 
among the untreated lots. Later 
growth records showed the treated 
lots to average from 100 to 350 per
cent better than

lots are treated. A small quantity 
of the dust equal to seven times the 
size of a pin head is enough for the 
ordinary 10 cent packet of seed. 
Seed and powder are shaken togeth­
er several minutes to insure com­
plete coating.

In its relations with agriculture 
the federal government has decided 
definitely to "let its right hand 
know what its left hand is doing.” 
In fact, orders have been given for 
the Farm Credit Administration on 
the one hand to cooperate with the 
AAA on the other to see that pro­
duction loans do not work against 
the purposes of production control.

The extension service at Oregon 
State college has Just received word 
that it is to assist in completing ar­
rangements to see that the activi­
ties of these two agencies of the 
federal government are coordinated 
in this state.

Under an agreement reached be­
tween the FCA and AAA, produc­
tion loans through the newly 
formed production credit associa­
tions will be granted only to those 
growers who either have joined in 
the production control movements 
in which they are eligible, or those 
growers who will agree‘not to in­
crease their acreage of basic com­
modities listed in the farm act.

That is to say, if a man who 
grows wheat has not joined his lo­
cal wheat production control asso­
ciation and thus agreed to decrease 
his acreage by 15 per cent this 
year, he will have to agree not to 
increase his wheat acreage, as well 
as any other of the basic crops or 
livestock, above his past average 
If he wants to get a loan from the 
new production credit associations. 
Farmers who have signed control 
agreements will need no further 
proof of their cooperation in order 
to borrow.

This ruling applies only to the 
short-time or production loans and 
has nothing to do with the long 
term real estate loans obtained 
through the federal land banks, ac-
cording to the Information 
Washington. It does apply to 
vate lending agencies which 
count farmers’ notes with the 
eral intermediate credit banks.
