Dairymen who wish to sign the 
Federal agreement and have their 
dairy cows tested for abortion are 
requested to do so as soon as possi­
ble.

Many dairymen are anxious to 
have their animals tested as soon as 
possible because of feed shortage, 
but the testing cannot be started 
until all have signed who intend 
doing so. If testing should start now 
and later someone decided to sign 
up. It would cause extra work and 
expense in back tracking to get his 
herd tested. In special cases where 
a delay Is unavoidable the farmer 
should feel free to sign up at a later 
date, but in most cases further de­
lay Is unnecessary.

Anyone who is hesitant about 
Signing the agreement because of 
undesirable features, or lack ot un­
derstanding. may get in touch with 
Assistant County Agent W. A. Saw­
yer. who will explain the program.

The success of this federal pro­
gram in stamping out the abortion 
disease in this community is going 
to depend largely upon how many 
farmers take part. The Umatilla pro- 
ject has already gone a long way 
toward erdication of abortion. We 
now have an opportunity to get fed­
eral aid in doing the things many 
farmers have been trying to do with­
out any financial aid. The chances 
of an opportunity of this kind com­
ing again is not likely and in the 
future there is some possibility of 
a clean-up program becoming com­
pulsory.

marketing at

purpose of recuperation, but his 
many friends did not know, perhaps 
he himself did not realize, that his 
physical condition was so critical.

Mr. Gatlin died suddenly at his 
boyhood home in Murray, Kentucky, 
on Thursday, October 18. passin ; 
away peacefully in his sleep. His 
wife and daughter, Eleanor, aged 15 
were with him, having gone back to 
Murray in June. In addition to them, 
only a sister, Mrs. W. S. Swann of 
his immediate family, survives him, 
his parents havng died some years 
ago. Our sincere sympathy goes out 
to them in their great loss.

Mr. Gatlin’s was a many sided na­
ture. At fourteen, he entered a pre­
paratory school in Tennessee, a rest­
less, roving youth to whom a mov­
ing train and a gypsy caravan had 
an Irresistible fascination. One 
morning he left on a freight train 
for parts unknown. Various adven­
tures In education followed until he 
was twenty when he received his 
LL. B. degree from Cumberland Uni­
versity.

But a Texas homestead had more 
attraction to him than the practice 
of law. He returned to Kentucky la­
ter from the midst of a Mexican rev­
olution where his adventurous spirit 
had led him, as a war correspon­
dent. For several years he farmed 
and wrote, contributing to such ma­
gazines as “The Fra” and “The Phi-
listine”, then edited 
Hubbard, “Brann’s
’ Thought”, “Progress”,

by Elbert 
Iconoclast”, 
and “New

Age”. His next move was to Wash 
ington D. C., which was his head 

I quarters for the next ten years of 
travel as an agricultural economist 
tn the United States Department of 
Agriculture. In 1928 he came to 
Oregon State College where his work 
in cooperative marketing has assis­
ted so materially in advancing the 
cooperative movement in Oregon, as 
was recounted in the August issue 
of The Eggsaminer.

Mr. Gatlin was a versatile writer 
He has been associated with three 
farm journals as columnist, contri­
buting editor and associate editor, 
and government agencies bave dis 
tributed 100,000 copies of his bulle­
tins and mimeographs.
