J. W. Maloney, collector of inter­
nal revenue, wishes to remind tax­
payers that Federal income tax re­
turns for the calendar year 1934 
:nust be filed with his office not la­
ter than March 15, 1935. The col­
lector will be in Pendleton Febru­
ary 1st to 18th, inclusive, and Feb­
ruary 26th to March 15th, inclusive.

Income tax forms were mailed on 
January 10, 1935, to all taxpayers 
who filed such forms for the pre­
vious year. Failure to receive the 
forms will not relieve the taxpayer 
from the penalties provided If the 
return is not filed on time. Tax­
payers required to file income tax 
returns, who have not received the 
forms, should apply at once to the 
collector's office for such forms.

All individuals, partnerships, fi­
duciaries and corporations filing in­
come tax returns, must also file 
Form 1094 with the return, In ac­
cordance with the publicity provi­
sions of the Revenue Act of 1934.
