Howard Cowden, secretary-
treasurer of National Cooperatives, 
Inc., reported at its annual meeting 
the following statistics covering re- 
ults of the seven regional wholesale 
ooperative members: "Volumes for 

1934 increased from 30 to 70% over 
1933. their total 1934 volume being 
319,200,000, with aggregate net sav­
ings 3349.620, and aggregate net 
worth 31,200,000.” These statistics 
cover wholesale volumes, savings 
and net worth alone, and do not in­
clude the far greater volumes, sav­
ings and net worth of the coopera­
tive retail associations affiliated 
with the wholesales.

Extracts from a letter from a 
teacher in a public school: “I am 
collecting as much of cooperative 
material as possible for use in my 
economics classes to do all I can to 
acquaint the students with the co- 
operative movement and the philoso­
phy underlying it. To my mind there 
is no question but what it offers a 
definite challenge to American 
youth and a practical alternative to 
our growing corporate economic au- 
tocracy.”

A. W, Ricker, editor of the Far­
mers Union Herald, announces in an 
editorial. "Consumers’ Cooperation 
is the sound way to economic justice 
and democratic liberty. As a mat­
ter of fact, there is no other road to 
individual liberty and economic jus­
tice. It will be the policy of this 
paper In the future to use much of 
Its space to teaching cooperation as 
It Is known and used by many mil­
lions of Rochdale cooperators.” He 
proves his intentions by a series of 
outstanding editorials on Consumers’ 
Cooperation in the March issue, from 
which we quote this significant com- 
parison: "Political salvation is illu- 
rory and disappointing and seldom 
effective. Cooperative salvation is 
practical, inspiring and lasting.”

Old co-operators should see that 
new ones are thoroughly informed 
in this respect. For this it not a 

! minor point; it is the very crux of 
| co-operation. How much more rap- 
I idly the movement would have 

"moved" in all countries If every 
co-operator had patronized his co- 
op to the fullest extent possible, and 
his co-op in turn had been similarly 
loyal to Its wholesale federation.

Such loyalty is often put upon a 
basis of sentiment. Let us not do 
so. Its true basis is not sentiment 
but long-range economic interest. If 
it pays to co-operate 50%. it pays 
to co-onerate 100%. In fact the 
secend 50% pays more, for, in gen­
eral. operating expenses do not in­
crease proportionately with volume. 
Thus when a co-operator spends 
more in his co-op store, he not only

In another way flour-and-sugar 

co-operators are a menace. They de­
mand cut prices. Let us assume the 
co-operative gives them cut prices 
to hold their trade. That is. instead 
of following the sound Rochdale prin- 
ciole of selling at market price and 
later refunding the net as savings 
return, they sell the goods at cost 
plus enough to cover expense of op­
eration. This is called the "cost- 
plus” method. It was followed by 
early co-operative societies in Amer­
ica. all of which failed. Nowadavs 
it Is used frequently by farmers’ co­
operatives, usually to their sorrow. 
Why? Because this is a competitive 
world. When the co-op drops its 
price, Mr. Private Dealer also drops 
his price. Then where is the saving 
at the co-op? There is none. 
Straight-way the flour-and-sugar co-
operators flock across the street to
