It is freely predicted that 
in a substantial portion of the east­
ern Oregon wheat area about the 
only income many ranchers will re­
ceive this year will be that provid­
ed by their wheat allotment con­
tracts. At any rate, it is apparent 
that the people most vitally affect­
ed by this activity of the Agricul­
tural Adjustment Administration 
are in hearty sympathy with the 
plan, and town businessmen in the 
wheat belt express a similar atti­
tude. The fact that the northwest is 
responsible for a very substantial 
portion of the export wheat of this 
country leads generally to the con­
clusion that this area is most vitally 
concerned In any plan that will help 
to reduce marketable surpluses.

Eastern Oregon will produce about 
40,000 pounds of crested wheat grass 
seed this year given favorable con­
ditions from now on, says E. R. 
lackman, extension agronomist at 
Oregon State college. A recent in­
spection of eastern Oregon plantings 
shows the prospective crop divided 
among the counties about as follows: 
Baker 7000 pounds; Deschutes 2000; 
Gilliam. 2000; Grant, 6000; Lake, 
1000; Malheur. 2000; Sherman. 500; 
Umatilla, 8000; Union, 10,000; and 
Wallowa county, 1500.

Crested wheat grass is coming in­
to demand through the national 
movements to check soil erosion and 
to seed grass on land no longer pro­
ductive for grain farming.

Application Blanks Available at Lo­

cal Concerns; Unlicensed Drivers 

Must Take Examination.

Application blanks for drivers' 
license may be obtained from the 
city recorder, the Rohrman garage, 
or the Hermiston Herald office it 
was announced this week. These 
blanks were recently received from 
the secretary of state's office at Sa­
lem.

Approximately 370,000 drivers' 
licenses will be issued to Oregon mo­
torists during the next few weeks, 
according to Earl Snell, secretary of 
state, who is now receiving applica­
tions for the license renewals.

License examinations will be giv­
en by C. M. Bentley, examiner of op­
erators and chauffeurs in Hermiston, 
Saturday, June 1, at the city library 
between the hours of 9:00 a. in. and 
5:00 p. m., respectively. This will 
be Mr. Bentley’s regular trip to 
Hermiston.

No new licenses can actually be 
issued until June 15, on which date 
they will become valid, and must be 
secured not later than June 20, 
since all outstanding licenses expire 
on that date.

"An examination will be required 
of all applicants who have not been
previously licensed in
Snell said, "but

Oregon.”
the examination

will be waived in cases of renewals 
except where there is reason to be­
lieve that the applicant's ability to 
drive safely might be questioned.

Snell also said that all applicants 
who are 70 years of age or over 
must make application directly to 
an authorized examiner of operators 
and chauffeurs.

If it is impossible to secure an ap­
plication blank from a local concern 
they may be obtained by addressing 
a request to the secretary of state at 
Salem.

The renewal fee is 31.00 and the 
license is valid for a period of two 
years ending June 30, 1937.

AU drivers are urged to make ap­
plication early to avoid a congestion 
near the end of the license period.

ALFALFA HAY FEEDING IN 
DAIRYING IS REPORTED ON.

With alfalfa constituting 68 per 
cent of all the tame bay produced in 
the 11 western states, it is not sur­
prising that it should be the princi­
pal feed for dairy cows, particularly 
in the irrigated sections. Problems 
in using alfalfa hay exclusively for 
dairy cows and profitable ways of 
using supplements have been studied 
extensively by the Oregon Experi­
ment station and recently reported 
on in a new bulletin, "Studies with 
Alfalfa Hay for Milk Production.”

Among the many findings record­
ed In the bulletin is the fact that 
it is economical to pay as much as 
$2.25 a ton to chop alfalfa hay if 
butter fat is selling at 30 cents a
pound 
of fat 
grain 
$10 a 
grain

or more. On the same basis 
prices It paid to feed some 
supplement, figuring hay at 
ton and grain at $30. When 
can be had at 320 a ton it
