Poultry Gleanings
Lancashire, England, has more hens 

than people.

Pound for pound, a pullet needs four 
times more oxygen than a cow.

Pale yolks are produced on such 
feeds as white corn, wheat, oats, and 
barley.

One hundred pullets should eat about 
25 pounds of feed daily. The propor­
tion of grain to mash will vary.

In the case of a fresh egg, the shell 
Is dull and often has a sort of “bloom" 
on it; shells of stale eggs are glossy 
and smooth.

When a bird is dry-picked, it will 
lose about one-tenth of its weight 
when the blood and feathers are re­
moved. In other words, ft 15-pound 
turkey will lose about one and a half 
pounds in dressing.
