Hermiston General Hospital during 
"open house" Wednesday expressed 
pleasure and pride in the hospital 
located at the junction of Main 
street and the Diagonal road, which 
is being opened by Mr. and Mrs. 
Alton Kingsbury. Hermiston has 
been without a hospital for several 
months and the prospects of having 
such an institution again adds a 
feeling of security to residents in 
this and adjacent communities.

Visitors were shown through the 
hospital by Mr. and Mrs. Kings­
bury, and also by Mr. and Mrs. E. 
F. Neff who have assisted in getting 
the hospital in readiness for the 
opening. Mr. Neff is president of the 
Portland Sanitarium and Mrs. Neff 
is Mr. Kingsbury’s mother.

Surgery Remodeled.

The surgery has been enlarged 
and a utility room added with an 
outside stairway on the south side of 
the building. The surgery will be 
equipped to handle major surgery 
and has a three globe, non-shadow, 
750-watt light which will be used 
during all major operations. An ade­
quate sterilizer has been loaned the 
hospital by the Hermiston Hospital 
association which far exceeds any 
used previously in the local hospital. 
The association also furnished an 
adjustable bed, and mattress.

Additional bed space is being 
utilized on the first floor in the 
large east room for a four bed ward, 
and a bright sun room to the right 
of the entrance as another room. 
Rooms on the second floor have 
been entirely renovated by papering 
and painting, and new floor cover­
ings have been laid in the halls and 
on the stairway. The public will have 
access to nine beds in the new hos­
pital.

Mrs. Kingsbury graduated from 
the Portland Sanitarium with the 
class of 1930, and served as surgical 
nurse for two years in the Mt. Ver­
non Hospital in the state of Wash­
ington. Until a short time before 
coming to Hermiston she 'operated a 
30-bed maternity home at Garibaldi, 
Oregon. •

ACTIVITIES MANY IN UMATILLA HERD
IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION FOR OCTOBER

Much activity was seen in the 
Umatilla Herd Improvement asso­
ciation during October, according to 
the regular report issued by Al Ken­
nings, tester. Four boarders were 
sold for beef and eleven were sold 
for dairy purposes. Two cows died 
and two cows were dropped because 
of udder injuries. Frank Seeliger 
sold a purebred Guernsey bull calf 
to M. Hewitt of Echo, and Fred 
Davis of Umatilla purchased a pure- 
bred milking Shorthorn bull. The 
Hermiston Jersey Breeders’ associa­
tion purchased a purebred Jersey 
bull to be used by the association 
and Alpha Christley obtained a 
purebred Guernsey bull to be used 
as a herd sire. A. W Moser has dis­
continued testing.

High cows in the association dur­
ing October were "Fanny" a 5-year- 
old purebred Guernsey owned by A. 
R. Coppock A Son producing 1240 
pounds of milk, containing 66.9 
pounds of fat. and "July" a 4-year- 
old grade Jersey, owned by W. P. 
Luttrell, producing 979 pounds of 
milk, containing 58.7 pounds fat.

Thirty-four herds were on test 
with 525 cows enrolled, of which 89 
were dry. These cows produced 
243.656 pounds milk, and 24,366.6

pounds fat, with 51 cows averaging 
40 pounds of butterfat. Total milk
production was 464.1 lbs.
23.6 lbs. fat.
