Robert Babson, the noted statis­
tician who makes a business of fore­
casting the ups and downs of busi- 
mess and advising old ladies what to 
do with their compound interest, 
has discovered the consumers’ co-op- 
arative movement. In a widely syn­
dicated article entitled "One Answer 
to Communism” he describes the co­
ops of Scandinavia and gives credit 
to co-operation for the high state of 
economic health in those countries.

"While the United States and most 
other nations came down with a 
crash,” he said, “Sweden barely qui­
vered. Her stable domestic economy 
acted as a shock absorber. Further­
more her recovery has been much 
more pronounced. Latest figures 
show that Swedish industries are op­
erating at a higher level than in 
1929 . . . The Swedish people have 
had a larger measure of recovery 
than those of any other nation ex­
cepting only the So. Africans.” Bab­
oon lays this condition to two 
things: co-operation and public own- 
ership.

Of cooperation he says: “I doubt 
it readers have any idea of the eco- 
■omic force behind these consumer 
organizations or the tremendous part 
which the co-operatives play In Eur­
opean business.” ,

The co-operative union of Sweden, 
he says, embraces nearly 800 local 
co-operatives and a membership of 
over a million families. The union 
and its affiliates control about 10 
per cent of all the industrial activi­
ties in Sweden; control one-third to 
one-half of the wholesale and retail 
trade in food, shoes, and clothing; 
and operate about 3,700 efficient at­
tractive shops. Prices are slightly 
lower than those In private stores, 
and a yearly dividend on all purcha­
ses is rebated to the members.

Trust-Busting Is Outstanding 
Achievement.

“In the past,” says Babson. "Scan- 
dinavian trusts monopolized certain 
Industries and kept prices at unfair 
levels In relation to producing costs. 
Breaking up these trusts and driv­
ing down retail prices to a reason­
able basis has been the outstanding 
achievement of the co-operatives. 
One notable example was the com­
bination of all the Scandinavian 
unions for the purpose of manufac­
turing electric lamps. The price im­
mediately fell from 37 cents to 20 
cents per bulb and Luma (the co-op 
lamp factory) still showed a profit 
at the latter figures.

"After losing one or two decisive 
battles such as this. Swedish indus­
trialists caught the spirit of the 
movement. They have since limited 
their high-profit-making activities 
to the foreign market which the co- 
operatives have not invaded.”

Successful Public Ownership.
Admitting the success of public 

ownership in Sweden, the economic 
savant says: “The government owns 
and operates the street railways, tel­
egraph, ’and the greater part of the 
electricity and telephone systems. It 
controls the sale of both liquor and 
tobacco and the making of muni­
tions. It has extended this control 
to large portions of the foreet areas, 
the mines and to waterpower.

"Sweden’s total investment in bus­
iness in 1929 amounted to over 
7600,600,000, on which It earned a 
net return of 6 per eent. This is an 
outstanding example of the success 
of government in business, but only 
because the government first learn­
ed to be business-like."

Stresses Education.
Stressing that the success of the 

Scandinavians in co-operation and 
publie ownership is due to their 
high state of education, they being 
probably the most highly educated 
people in the world, Babson says.

Mr. Babson's notice, 
expected from Swe- 
democracy and the

average intelligence of its people, 
fascism has failed to gain a foothold 
there. At the most recent elections, 
held a year ago for provincial coun­
cils, the fascists polled only 8,600 
votes out of a total of 1,267,000 
votes cast. Sweden has long had a 
socialist government.

Swedish Premier Accounts 
for Nation’s Prosperity.

Explaining why Sweden is pros­
perous in comparison .with other na­
tions, Per Albin Hansson, prime mi­
nister, said: “Many factors have 
contributed to our success—a social­
ly minded citizenship, an intelligent 
liquor control plan, a managed cur­
rency, state ownership or control of 
things that vitally affect the stan­
dard of living of the masses, the co- 
operative movement, and a homoge­
neous population.”

The Swedish premier made this 
statement in an interview with L. 
M. Birkhead. of Kansas City, accord­
ing to “The Co-operative Consumer.”

Mr. Birkhead also interviewed Al­
bin Johansson, general manager of 
the Co-operative Union of Sweden, 
who said: "Through the co-opera­
tives there is a saving to the Swedish 
people of about 50 million dollars 
annually. This added buying pow­
er is a tremendous impetus to the 
economic structure of the country; 
It stimulates business and industrial
activity and thus all the people 
Sweden are benefitted.”
