SOCIAL EFFECTS OF COOPERA

TION IN EUROPE.

(From the Consumer’s Co-op.) 
(Editor’s note—In keeping with 
both the Christmas spirit and the 
coming to America of Toyohiko 
Kagawa as the exponent of the 
social and cultural values which 
result from the organization of 
Consumers’ Cooperatives, we are 
now most happy to be able to pub­
lish a condensation of the report 
made to the Federal Council of 
Churches by Rev. C. O. Gill in­
cluded in the Council’s Annual 
Report of 1914. Rev. Gill was sent 
to Europe by the Commission of 
the Church and Social Service to 
study Cooperation in Europe. We 
doubt if any better summary has 
ever been made of the social ef­
fects of Cooperation than in this 
document which has undoubtedly 
been practically unknown during 
all these years.)

It was thought that if there is in 
operation a system of business based 
on brotherhood and Christian ethics 
it is worth while for the churches 
in the United States to become moro 
familiar with it.

Social Effects of Cooperation. 
The expansion and magnitude of 

the cooperative moevment are no 
more impressive than are its social 
effects. In this economic movement 
the application to business of cer­
tain ethical principles of a high 
character has produced a variety of 
other good results which also are 
well worth consideration.

Promotion of Material Prosperity. 
The good results of cooperation 

among the poor farmers in Europe 
are incalculably great. In many 
places small farmers had never 
known freedom from oppressive 
creditors until the founding of rural 
cooperative institutions. By these 
they have been released from this 
bondage. Agricultural cooperation 
in distribution has enabled the farm­
er to work for his own support in­
stead of for the support of a large 
number of superfluous distributors 
who constituted an enormous bur­
den resting upon his shoulders.

The benefits of cooperation to the 
poor in the cities are no less evident 
than those enjoyed in the country. 
On the necessities and comforts of 
life, cooperative buying organiza­
tion has had the effect of lowering 
prices for all, for those without as 
well as for those within the coopera­
tive movements. The wage-earner 
employed by the cooperative society 
ordinarily receives better pay than 
those in the employ of capitalistic 
concerns while, in addition to his 
pay, the cooperator in a large num­
ber of societies receives bonuses. Un­
der this system, because of his per­
sonal interest in the business, his 
daily occupation becomes less of a 
drudgery.

He labors under sanitary condi­
tions and in many ways the coopera­
tive societies look after his welfare, 
helping to make his life and that 
of his family pleasanter and happier.

Educational Betterment.
Agricultural cooperative societies 

engage in many benevolent enter­
prises for their members. In urban 
cooperation nearly every society sets 
apart a proportion of its profits to 
be devoted to the general welfare of 
the cooperators and their families.

The recreational and educational 
buildings are paid for and managed 
by the people. Consequently they 
get what they want and make use of 
what they get.

Not only does the increased pros­
perity of cooperators secure for them 
better education through the ordi­
nary channels but the special faci­
lities provided by the society, the 
training in doing cooperative busi­
ness, together with mutual associa­
tion under these favorable condi­
tions. the close contact and associa­
tion with the larger world which 
cooperation always assures, all re­
sult in intellectual development and 
help to increase the intelligence and 
add to the fund of general informa­
tion of cooperators.

Promotion of Thrift and Morals 
It has been observed both in coun­

ty and in city that cooperation has 
a most marked effect on the promo­
tion of thrift.

Promotion of Temperance.
When a man begins to save, his 

money, instead of going into the 
dram shop, is invested in the coop­
erative institution. In the country 
as well as in the city the wasteful­
ness and the evil effect of alcoholic 
intemperance become recognized and 
the Influence of the cooperative so­
ciety is thrown against it. The co­
operative movement has become one 
of the strongest movements in the 
eld world both in city and country 
for the promotion of temporanee.

Promotion of Honesty.

One of the most marked effects of 
the movement is the promotion of 
business integrity. This is a matter 
of common observation and experi­
ence and is well known throughout 
the cooperative world. For example 
where there is a small rural coop­
erative credit society, a person or­
dinarily cannot borrow from it un­
less he has acquired a reputation for 
reliability. As a consequence a loan 
comes as a certificate of character.

In agricultural cooperation high 
prices are secured only because the 
good quality of the produce is guar­
anteed by the society.

In urban cooperation where con­
sumers unite to manufacture goods 
for their own consumption there is 
no incentive to cheat, for consumers 
and stockholders are the same in­
dividuals. No one therefore can gain 
anything by adulteration.

The promotion of honesty by the 
cooperative movement comes also 
more directly through the atmos­
phere it creates. Cooperative busi­
ness promotes what is called the co- 
operative spirit. It is a conscious­
ness of brotherhood. Under its in­
fluence one does not wish to injure 
one’s neighbor. Cheating and sharp 
practice are so out of place and al­
together discordant with the coop­
erative spiritt as tc insure their in­
frequency.
Promotion of Independence and Self- 

Respect
The independence, courage and 

self-respect, induced by freedom 
from debt, material prosperity, 
thrift, and temperance are also in­
creased by reason of membership in 
a firmly knitted self-help associa­
tion of responsibility and power. In 
one community visited it was re­
marked to the investigator that you 
can tell a cooperator by his inde­
pendent bearing.

SCHOENFELD URGES USE OF 
WILD LIFE AS FARM CROP.

WASHINGTON. D. C.—Wild life 
and agriculture on both public and 
private lands are inseparable by na­
ture and should be conducted in har­
mony for their mutual benefit. Dean 
William A. Schoenfeld of Oregon 
State college, told the National Wild 
Life conference in an address here 
on "Wild Life as an Agricultural 
Resource.”

“The problems of agriculture 
must be fully realized by those ad­
ministering the wild life resources 
if game and fish management are to 
be effective.” Dean Schoenfeld poin­
ted out. “Furthermore, if wild life 
is to be produced jointly with the 
various forms of agriculture, it is 
Important that game production 
through management be approached 
In the same spirit and by similar 
methods as are applied to other pha­
ses of agriculture.”

Dean Schoenfeld called attention 
to progress already being made in 
Oregon in showing the possibilities 
of keeping or making wild life a 
definite agricultural enterprise 
which will bring monetary returns 
to the farmer. Farmers are not ex­
pecting to get rich by promoting 
wild life conservation, he said, but 
they are perfectly willing to Join 
in any movement for the general 
good if they are not expected to bear 
all the expense and get little or no 
return.

A normal crop of game In no way 
interferes with the range livestock 
industry if both are properly hand­
led. Dean Schoenfeld continued. He 
pointed to the happy condition ob­
taining in the Izee mule deer terri­
tory in eastern Oregon where the 
land has been under private control 
for many years and where the cat­
tle ranchers have controlled the 
hunting practices to a considerable 
extent. Today the cattlemen in 
that community, he said, are not 
only harvesting a crop of livestock 
but are also reaping a crop of game 
which they unconsciously harbored 
while protecting their private lands.

The Oregon dean urged that 
where game reserves are established 
care be taken to see that feed is 
available for both winter and sum­
mer use so that surrounding farm­
ers will not be forced to supply 
winter feed for the increasing num­
bers of wild animals in the protec­
ted areas.

Dean Schoenfeld said that at least 
three major steps will be necessary 
in adding the production of wild 
life to the more common agricultur­
al enterprises. These, he said, are 
the creation of favorable sentiment 
both among farmers and the general 
public, training of men who could 
be used In giving specialized gui­
dance in wild life problems, and the 
carrying on of a strong research 
program to add to the present know­
ledge of wild life management.

It is claimed that geologists have 
probed less than two per cent of tbe 
potential oil-bearing areas of the 
United States.
