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COLLECTIVE FARM
EFFORT FAVORED

A.F.B.F. UNIT
FORMED HERE

The Umatilla Project Farm Bu-
reau which has operated in Hermis-
ton as a community service organi-
zation for the past 20 years, last
Friday night voted to function as a
unit or farm bureau center to the
American Farm Bureau Federation.
A capacity house heard speakers
from the western division, state and
county organizations.

A. E. Bensel served as chairman
of the meeting in the capacity of
vice president of the organization.

Berkely Davis, president of the
county AFBF, stated that the farm-
€r's problem went farther than his
own doorstep, because of the need
of a market for his commodities. He
commented upon the cooperative
organizations in Hermiston, believ-
ing that no other such completely
organized community could be found
in the Pacific northwest.

Collective effort on the part of
farm organizations last year made
possible the securing of one of the
largest appropriations for the pro-
motion of the farm program, known
in the history of agriculture, Mr.
Davis stated. The farmer needs to
affiliate himself with organizations
directed by leaders who know his
problems first hand, whom he se-
lects himself, he said.

Ralph E. Reynolds, field secretary
for the state AFBF, told of the na-
tional convention and the spirit and
Interest shown there by farmers in
other sections of the United States
in what Oregon farmers were doing
in an organized way to meet their
pmrketing needs. Thirty-nine states
in the union and eleven counties in
Oregon are now affiliated with the
AFBF, and it is the aim of the or
zanization to build a large enough
membership to properly represent
the farm industry in the state.

Mr. Reynolds stated that mem-
bership is based upon the farm fam-
farm families not affiliated with any
farm organization.

.R' D. Flaherty, field representa-
tive for the AFBF in the eleven wes-
tern states, opened his remarks by
commending the Umatilla Project
Farm Bureau organization on its 20
years of rendering a real service to
the comnfunity., He commented
upon the other cooperative organi-
zations, calling attention to the fact
that the cold storage locker rate
here was just half that of a plant
he recently visited in Illinois. The
low rate here is made possible be-
cause of economical operation.

Mr. Flaherty believes that agri-
culture should be looked upon as a
mode of life as weli as a business,
and cited the background of agri-
culture as it progressed lifting the
tarm population from the peasant
‘lass to a place in the United States
where the standard of living is the
_highest in the world. After reach-
ing that standard it is necessary for
the farmer himself to fight to up-
hold it.

; Because of the system of one crop
:u_‘ming in the western states, he
said, the AFBF has established a
commodity department approach to
the various problems as a short cut
to the solution. The AFBF has a
department in poultry, dairying,
?arm crops and all other divisions
In farming, headed by men who keep
in touch with the county and local
heads of the same departments and
in that way work out the individual
problems confronting the farmer on
production and marketing.

Mr. Flaherty summed up the pro
gram of the AFBF in four broad ob-
Jectives: First, Raise the standards
of education and publie recognition
of agrieculture to a position compar-
able with the professions: Second
Place the purchasing power of ax:
ricultural products on a parity with
the products the farmer buys; Third
Establish and maintain an Amer.
can standard of living for the Amer-
ican farm home: Fourth, Stabilize
_'he farm investment. This, he be-
lieved, is a planned program result-

Ing in security and stabili

REA EXTENSIONS
ARE ASKED

Pole setting was commenced on
the new rural power line Monday
morning and several miles have
been placed north and west of Her-
miston. Crews are at work digging
holes and setting poles, and other
crews will follow with the wiring
and other equipment of the line.
The survey of the lines has been
completed in all districts.

During the past week a report of
the requirements of service to pos-
sible users not included in the ori-
ginal plans, has been made and the
board of directors are preparing to
make application for additional
funds. Four exjensions have been
located. One is on the Brownell
project east of Umatilla. Another
is from the Fred Andrews ranch on
the Umatilla Meadows south and
east of Echo. A third is from the
Otis McCarty place on Butter Creek
to Pine City, and the fourth is from
the Attebury corner on Butter Creek
westward into the Westland district.
In addition are several shorter stub
lines from the present main lines to
serve users in all parts of the sys-
tem who could not be reached un-
der the previous allotment of funds.
All these proposed additions will re-
quire around 25 miles of main lines,
for the construction of which the
board of directors will make every
effort to secure the necessary allot-
ment from the REA.

With the advancement of the con-
struction c¢f the lines and the assur-
ances that electricity will be avail-
able at a reasonable rate, which was
fixed by the board at one dollar
minimum, the demand for juice has
reached the almost maximum point.
With but one or two exceptions, the
farmers along the lines have signed
membership applications, and with
proposed additions, 600 users will
be served. Any farmer who has
not made application, should do so
at once at the association office in
the reclamation building.

G. V. Robinson, of the office of
Barr and Cunningham, contracting
engineers of the system, attended a
meeting of the board of directors
Wednesday afternoon, at which the
progress of the work was revhewed
and plans for the extensiong and
further developments along the lines
were presented for his inspection.

James Howell, chief of one of the
staking crews, has been employed as
inspector of construction, Newport,
Kern & Kibbe have offices in the
brick building on the west side of
the creamery in Hermiston, where
additional men are employed as
needed. ;

Types of pasture grasses have
been recommended for irrigated pro-
jects by H. K. Dean, superintendent
of the Umatilla Field Station, and
Jay T. Pierson, assistant county
agent, in a pamphlet which will be
issued in the near future to indivi-
duals and to the wvarious farm or-
ganization heads for use of its mem-
bers.

The pamphlet brings out the types
of pasture to be used in this area,
determined by soils and moisture
conditiorgs. On (Butter Creek and
Umatilla meadows all soils are like-
ly to support mixed grass pastures
where all summer water is available,
due to the fact that mixed grasses
have a shallow root system. Sweet
clover and other leguminous pas-
tures have a deep root system and
are able to secure moisture from a
deeper soil zone.

The coarser soil types constitute
a larger majority of the land in this
area and therefore the sweet clover
seeding alone is recommended, which
heause of its strong growing habits,
is not recommended to be seeded in
a grass mixture. It grows to the

Wdetriment of the other grasses,

Mixed grasses may be seeded any
time during open weather in the

winter months and not later than
March 1, since they start during
cool weather. If moisture condi-
tions are right grasses can also be
seeded during November. Sweet
clover should be seeded not later

than March 1, and as early in the
| "

|epring as the grocund can be worked.
| The recommended rate listed in the
| pasture pamphlet is 12 pounds per
!r\rrﬁ. White sweet clover seems to
|offer more pasture than the yellow
|in this area.

The pasture pamphlet lists and
recommends the following grass-
clover mixture: Orchard grass, 5
pounds per acre, Smooth Brome
grass, § pounds, Kentucky Blue
grass, 2 pounds, Ladino Clover, 3
pounds. and English Rye grass, 1
pounds.

Kentucky Blue grass will tend to
increase in any grass mixture, but
by adding only two pounds in the
original seeding it will furnish some
feed early in the life of the pas-

ture, On extremely wet soil, or on
soil which is alkali, strawberry clo-
ver may be substituted for part or”
all of the Ladino clover to advant-
age.

The method of seeding and pre-
paration of the ground follows no
set rule which will apply to all con-
ditions. Various types of soil re-
quire different types of seed prepa-
ration, It is important to prepare a
firm seed bed, the pamphlet states,
and the land should be leveled so
that it can be irrigated economical-
ly. Seeding in grain stubble is ac-
ceptable, or on land which is liable
to blow it is necessary to put on a
light covering of straw or manure.

In order to secure uniform depth
of seeding a grain drill with a grass
seeder attachment should be used.
It may be necessary to go over the
ground as many times as there are
different kinds of seed or grass due
to the fact that most mixed grasses
are not of the same weight and size
and tend to flow through the drill
differently., All grasses should be
seeded not more than one and one-
half inch deep.

In cases where a drill is not avail-
able, the grass mixture can be broad
cast on a slightly roughened surface
and lightly harrowed in after seed-

ing.

Usually pastures occupy the land
for a number of years s0o the ex-
pense of adequate preparation is

justified. In general, land which has
been in row' crops or
yvear or two is more easily prepared
for pasture than recently plowed,
run-down alfalfa or any other mea-
dow land.

CANNERY EXCEEDS
LAUNDRY INCOME

The annual meeting of the Her-
miston Cooperative Laundry & Can-
pery held Friday brought out a re-
port that receipts of the cannery
exceeded those of the laundry. The
yearly report was given by the di-
rectors and manager. The two busi-
nesses are housed in the same build-
ing and directed by one board and
supervised by O. L. Barlow as man-
ager.

Income from cannery operations

amounted to $3695.61. Receipts
from the laundry were $2312.95.
Total income of business from all

sources, $6129.562. Expense of op-
eration in both departments during
the past year, $5989.49, or a net
gain for the year of $140.03. Of this
expense %355.567 was for additional
plumbing and two new machines.
The net worth of the entire business
is shown to be $3374.78.

The building housing the co-op
was purchased several years ago and
five vacant lots adjoining the plant
were purchased during the past year.

A comparison of canning for 1936
and 1937 showed a decrease of 6396
cang processed the last season. In
1936. 68,490 cans were processed;
in 1937, 62,094. The slight decrease
was brought about due to the aspar-
agus growers receiving rine returns
by shipping during the past season.
They offered little stock for the can
ners, Beans showed a decrease in
nearly 4500 cans due to a shortage
and high price. This product, to-
gether with tomatoes and aspara-
gus,, are products most largely
canned. Fruits showed an increase
of 2167 cans,

Among them,
how best to use Umatilla county
land which should be taken from
production, what effect shifting
lands to pasture would have on the
tax base, farm population, desirable
number of families on farms, schools,
roads, feed supplies, new crops and
similar related subjects.
