Three Age Groups Where Tuberculosis Takes Heavy l oll

Babies under one year a re  safer today 
from  tuberculosis than was the case in 
1928. Ten years ago, 1.300 Infants less 
th an  one year old died of tuberculosis 
in  th is  country, while in  recent years 
the annual toll has been 870. The dis­
ease is not inherited , but young children 
a re  liable to  be Innocent victim s if they 
a re  exposed to persons who have active 
tuberculoats. Christm as Seals are en­
abling  paren ts to  learn  more about 
tuberculosis, thereby protecting their

Young girls are particularly  suscep­
tible to tuberculosis. Intensive efforts, 
financed by Christm as Seals, are di­
rected toward tu rn ing  back the th rea t 
of th is  disease from young people. 
Many schools and colleges throughout 
the country recommend tuberculin test­
ing end X-raying to discover whether 
or not their students have tuberculosis. 
Out of 200 persons who die every day 
from tuberculoala in the United States, 
>1 are  between the ages of I t  end 26.

W hile more women than  men art) 
victim s of tuberculosis up to 30 year, 
of age, the toll among men 40 to 85 
years of age is approximately twice 
th a t among women of the same age 
Medical authorities emphasize the im 
portance of parents being free iron  
tuberculosis in order to reduce the dan 
ger of infecting their children. The 
anti-tnberculosls movement receives Re­
main support from Christm as Seals.
