One of the foremost advances In 
the field of religion will be made 
th is  week w ith the beginning of the 
U niting Conference of the three 
branches of Methodism. The con­
ference will be held in Kansas City, 
Mo., s ta rtin g  April 26. The merger 
of the Methodist Episcopal, Metho­
dist Episcopal South and the Meth­
odist P ro testan t churches will bring 
to an end a period of nearly 100 
years of separation.

Nine hundred delegates have the 
task of w orking out the final plan 
of formal union. The unification 
brings about the largest union in 
Christian church history. The new 
Methodist church will have a mem­
bership of more than 7H millions. 
Thia step is being looked upon as a 
lead for other groups to follow In 
giving P rotestantism  a united fron t 
against the forces of evil In th e  
world.
