The homemaker who finds meat 
selection and m eat cookery her most 
puzzling task will understand some 
of the problems which confronted 
experts when they attem pted to dis­
cover the best methods of meat 
cookery, says Miss Jessie Alice Cline, 
food expert, professor of home eco­
nomics of the University of Missou­
ri and a member since 1929 of the 
com m ittee on cooking of the N ation­
al Co-operative Meat Investigations 
project. Miss Cline is in the city of 
Pendleton to give a dem onstration 
of new methods of meat cookery be­
fore the homemakers Monday, Octo­
ber 16, 2:00 p.m., a t the Pendleton 
Ju n io r high school gymnasium.

“The homemakers soon discovers 
th a t m eat cuts vary for a num ber of 
reasons. The age of the animal, the 
am ount of fat, the method of feed­
ing, all go to make cuts from the 
same section of d ifferent animals 
som ew hat different in juiciness, fla- 
for and tenderness,” says th is food 
expert. “ In fact, there are only two 
identical cuts of meat, those from 
th e  two sides of the same animal, 
and there are those who say the 
rig h t side may be a little  d ifferent 
from the left!

PHEASANT SEASON EXTENDED TO OCTOBER 31 
BY NEW RULING OF ATTORNEY GENERAL

Fifteen more days of pheasant 
hunting! These words were flashed 
about the streets Thursday follow­
ing a statem ent from the sta te  game 
commission of the extension of time. 
The new dates were received with 
various expressions. Some hunters 
fear a shortage of birds next year 
while others feel th a t there Is still 
a great abundance of pheasants in 
the country. However, one th ing  is 
certain , the birds have become ex­
ceedingly wild and very few will be 
killed during  the next two weeks.

The following is an order received 
a t The Herald office from the sta te  
game commission: In view of the fact 
tha t the Attorney-General has ruled 
tha t Section 39-108. O. C. 1935 Sup­
plement. under which the Game 
Commission has acted in se tting  the 
hunting  seasons and bag lim its is 
superseded by Chapter 250, Oregon

Hermiston lost another pioneer 
when Mrs. Sarah Ellen Barton My­
ers passed away Monday, October 9, 
a t the age of 77 years. The day also 
marked the 60th anniversary of the 
wedding of Mr. and Mrs. Myers. Mrs. 
Myers h'ad been in good health  un­
til recently and her passing came un­
expectedly to her many friends. She 
was born in Henry county, Iowa, 
October 27, 1862.

She was married to Mr. Myers on 
October 9, 1879, and came to Oregon 
to reside near Arlington. The My­
ers returned to Iowa th a t w inter but 
returned to Oregon the next spring 
and moved onto a homestetad near 
Fossil. They spent from 1880 to 
1916 on the farm  and then moved 
into Fossil where they resided from 
1916 to 1932.

They moved to Hermiston In tha t 
year for climatic reasons and had 
lived here until her passing. Mrs. 
Myers was known as an extremely 
friendly individual and had many 
acquaintances among the older gen­
eration here.

She is survived by her widower, 
M. M. Myers; three sons, Edward 
and A rthur of Fossil, and John of 
Condon; one daughter, Mrs. May 
Hardle of Hermiston; seven living 
grandchildren and six great grand­
children. Two grandchildren reside 
in Hermiston, Jean H ardie and Mrs. 
Virgil Smith.

Funeral services were held Wed­
nesday, October 11, in the Fossil 
Methodist church with Rev. W. M. 
Byars of A rlington officiating. Mrs. 
Myers was a lifelong member of the 
Methodist church.

The Myers celebrated the ir 60th 
wedding anniversary Sunday, the 
day before Mrs. Myers passed away. 
All their children were present for 
the occasion. Also present was the ir 
oldest grandson, Edgar Myers of 
Kinzua. Included among the guests 
were two nieces of Mr. Myers, Mrs. 
Oliver Munger and Mrs. Geo. Jones 
of Fossil.

The event was an occasion long 
looked forw ard to and proved a fit­
ting climax to a long wedded life.
