A lively afternoon of interesting 
papers and open forum, opend up 
many avenues of thought and threw 
a great deal of light upon some of 
the problems and organization which 
have resulted from the merger of the 
three largest branches of Methodism. 
In the evening after w hat has been 
described as “ the finest banquet 
they had ever attended,” a large 
crowd gathered in the main audi- j 
torium  for another feast— a feast of [ 
the spirit.

Ernest W. Peterson of the Oregon 
Journal speaking on the subject, 
“One People” , pointed out th a t those 
called M ethodists should realize the 
tremendous responsibility upon their 
shoulders as the world looks to them 
in this m atter of Christian unity. 
This merger has effected the spirit­
ual lives of 20 million people or as 
many as have been effected by the 
political efforts of H itler in Austria, 
Czech, Sudan and Memmal. Mr. Pe­
terson said th a t "Once again God has 
put His finger on the Methodist peo­
ple” and th a t we need to advance.

Dr. W. W. Youngson, who holds 
the position of area secretary and 
assistant to the Bishop, spoke from 
the text "No other foundation can 
man lay.” He concluded his stirring  
message w ith the challenge to lay­
men and preachers to proclaim the 
gospel of Jesus Christ to a waiting 
and hungering world.

The conference closed on a high 
note of enthusiasm  for the program 
of the coming year. Adjournment 
came at noon following the report of 
the committee of Findings and Res­
olutions which is given in part here:

"W e wish to thank the fine peo­
ple of Hermiston for their wonder­
ful hospitality and m inistrations to 
our every need.

To the pastor 
of this church, Brother Cushing, for 
his efficient leadership and of being 
the perfect host.
